Conductor, Haitink continued to collabo-
rate with the Boston Symphony Orchestra
as a guest conductor even after 2004.
He conducted numerous concerts with the
orchestra, including performances at the
renowned Tanglewood Music Festival, the
summer home of the BSO.

Bernard Haitink's association with the
Boston Symphony Orchestra significantly
contributed to the artistic legacy of both
the conductor and the orchestra. His pro-
found interpretations and musical insights
continue to be celebrated by classical
music enthusiasts around the world.




Bernard Haitink had a significant associa-
tion with the Boston Symphony Orchestra
(BSO). He first conducted the BSO in
1971, and his collaboration with the or-
chestra continued for several decades,
establishing a strong artistic partnership.

Haitink served as the Principal Guest
Conductor of the Boston Symphony Or-
chestra from 1995 to 2004. During this
time, he conducted numerous perfor-
mances and made several acclaimed re-
cordings with the orchestra. His tenure

Haitink's performances with the Boston
Symphony Orchestra were highly regarded
by critics and audiences alike.
