Any straps holding the child car seat to the vehicle should
be tight, any straps restraining the child should be adjusted
to the child’s body, and straps should not be twisted.

Children should not be left in the child restraint system
unattended.

Ensure that any lap strap is worn low down, so that the
pelvis is firmly engaged.

The child car seat system should be changed when it
has been involved in any accident, there could be hidden
damages.

Do not make any alterations or additions to the device
without the approval of the competent authority.

Any luggage or other objects should be properly secured
or stored as they may cause injuries in the event of a

The child car seat must not be used without the cover.

The child car seat is suitable for weight categories | to
Il ( group I-1l ), which means children with a body weight
between 9kg and 36kg

Mass Group Il, lll: 15-36kg
This child car seat can be used with it’s harness system
for children of weight group I. It must be secured with the
belt fastener on the 3-point vehicle belt.
For children of weight categories Il and Il (15kg to 36kg)
the harness system must be removed and the vehicle’s 3-
point belt system used to secure the child.

CUP HOLDERS EACH SIDE
To open the cup holder, pull firmly

and it will slide out and click into place.

Assembly of the car seat

Forward facing group 1, 2, 3
( 9kgs -36kgs / approx 9 months to 11 years )

Installing the car seat into the vehicle.

Attach the base of the car seat to the backrest. (1) Press
the hooks down, (2) ensuring that the hooks fit into the
holes of the booster seats, then raise the back of the car
seat. (3) When you hear a click sound, this indicates that it

has successfully locked in place.

Firstly, you will need to check the car seat is assembled
correctly and ready for use (see Fig 1, 2, 3), then place

the car seat onto the vehicle seat in the direction of travel.

Firstly release the strap holding the backrest cover on
to gain access to the harness. Slide one of the harness
straps off the harness connector.

Then from the front of the seat, pull the harness
through the slot in the backrest and fabric cover. Thread
the harness strap back through the next hole up or down
on the seat backrest.

CHANGING THE SHOULDER STRAP HEIGHT

Re-thread the harness strap back onto the harness
connector at the back of the seat.

Repeat the same process for the other harness strap.
Make sure both of the straps go through the slots at the
same height.

INSTALLING THE SEAT

(9 - 18kgs)

Step 1. Place the child safety
seat on the vehicle seat
ensuring it is firmly pressed
against the vehicle backrest.

Step 2. Pull the vehicle belt out
as far as possible. Thread the
vehicle belt through the seat
belt route slot in the seat’s
plastic backrest furthest from
the car’s seat belt buckle, and
then out through the other
seat route slot and fasten it
into the seat belt buckle.

Step 3. Check the car seat belt
has not become twisted or
tangled and that the lap belt
goes under the armrest

and the diagonal on the side of
the backrest.

Step 4. Place your knee on the
base of the child car seat and grip
the top of the vehicle seat belt.
Pull the seat belt upwards to
tighten the seat belt.

Step 5. To finish, tighten the
harness by pulling the diagonal
strap upwards until there is no
slack and the seat is held firmly
in place. Now you can strap your
child into the seat. Make sure the

seat belt has not become twisted.

Also check that the cover is not
impeding the movement or fit of
the seat harness in any way. To
release your child car seat follow
the above instructions in

TIGHTENING THE HARNESS

Pull the shoulder straps upwards
to remove the slack from the lap
sections of the harness then pull
the adjuster strap until the
harness is fully tightened.

The harness should be adjusted
as tightly as possible without
causing discomfort to your child.

TIGHTENING THE HARNESS

Ensure that the lap strap portion of the harness is located
as low as possible towards the thighs and not around the
stomach.

A loose harness can be dangerous. Check the harness
adjustment and tighten each time the child is placed in the
seat.

LOOSENING THE HARNESS

The harness is loosened by pressing
the lever (under the seat cover) on
the front of the seat.

Press down on the label marked
press as you grip the two shoulder
straps with your other hand. Pull the
shoulder straps towards you to
loosen the harness.

(Do not pull from the chest pads.)
Take care when you adjust the
shoulder straps that you do not trap
the harness adjuster straps as you
press the lever down.

FASTENING THE
SAFETY SEAT BUCKLE

Step 1. Slot the two metal sections
of the buckle connectors together.

Step 2. Slot the two buckle
connectors into the slot in the top
of the buckle until they click into
place.

Slide both of the harness straps off the harness
connector at the back of the backrest and pull the
webbing through the slots in the seat backrest and
fabric cover.

Step 3. Fasten the seat belt, making sure that both
sections of the seat harness go under the armrest near
the buckle, the diagonal belt goes through the red belt
guide on the side of the headrest. Check that the
harness has not become twisted and tighten the seat belt
by pulling the diagonal strap upwards.

Again make sure the seat belt has not become twisted.
Also check that the cover is not impeding the movement or
fit of the seat harness in any way. To release your child
simply unfasten the seat belt in the normal way.

Remove the backrest.
To remove the backrest simply follow the process below.

Step 1. Place the seat forward
facing in the vehicle, ensuring
it is pushed firmly into the
vehicle seat and sit your child
on the seat.

Step 2. Keep the seat-belt tight
across your child, holding on to
the seat-belt at the position
where it crosses your child's
shoulder (fig.3).

Step 3. Now, pull the seat-belt forward away from your

child, keeping hold of the seat-belt at the position
where it crossed your child’s shoulder.

Step 4. Remove any slack from the seat belt.
Your child should now be secure.

Checklist

To ensure the safety of your child, check the
following after installation and before every journey:

Check the car seat is correctly assembled.

Do not put the car seat in a seat fitted with an airbag.
Check the car seat is facing forwards in the vehicle

in the direction of the travel.

Check the headrest is at the right height for your
child.

e Check that the 3 - point vehicle safety-belt is
in the correct position for the child.

e Check the buckle tongue is fully inserted
into the vehicle seat buckle.

Maintenance Advice

To remove the cover
e Separate the booster seat and the backrest.
e Open the velcro fastener and remove the cover

of the booster seat.
