In order to provide your child with greatest security, please read 
this instruc�on manual carefully: 
1.The rigid items and plas�c parts of an Enhanced Child Restraint System shall be so 
located and installed that they are not liable, during everyday use of the vehicle, to 
become trapped by a movable seat or in a door of the vehicle .

2.Any straps holding the restraint to the vehicle should be �ght, any support-leg should be 
in contact with the vehicle floor, any straps or impact shields restraining the child should 
be adjusted to the child's body, and straps should not be twisted .

3.t is important to ensure that any lap strap is worn low down.

4.The Enhanced Child Restraint System should be replaced when it has been subject to 
violent stresses in an accident.

5.It is danger to make any altera�ons or addi�ons to the device without the approval of 
the Type Approval Authority, and it is also danger not following closely the installa�on 
instruc�ons provided by the Enhanced Child Restraint System manufacturer. 

6.Be sure that children are not le� in their Enhanced Child Restraint System una�ended. 

7.Be sure that any luggage or other objects  liable to cause  injuries in the event of a 
collision shall be properly secured. 

8.Be sure that the Enhanced Child Restraint System shall not be used without the cover. 

9.Be sure that the Enhanced Child Restraint System covershould not be replaced with any 
other than the one recommended by the manufacturer, because thecover cons�tutes an 
integral part of the restraint performance.

Make sure the belt 
is not twisted. 

The lap belt should be worn 
over the hips. 



Installa�on in the vehicle with FIT connectors and 3 point belt  Precau�ons for wearing seat belts  

 Extend the FIT connector to a 
suitable posi�on in the 
direc�on shown in the figure. 

Please ensure that the seat belt is placed in the green area.

Shoulder strap guide hook must be 
adjusted so that the shoulder straps 
are at the same level as your child's 
shoulders (Show as in the green 
area) , and pull �ghtly. 

Please make sure the belt is on the 
child's pelvis. 

Please make sure that the seat belt has passed through the 
shoulder belt guide hook and waist belt guide groove at the 
same t1me. 

Push the booster seat towards 
the anchorages in your car 
seat. 
Make sure you hear a clear 
sound "click", it means it is 
locked. 

Place the child in 
the seat. Fasten 
the safety buckle 
(click). 



Removing the cover 

Separate the cloth cover 
from the base according 
to the direc�on of the 
arrow 

The cover is a safety feature. Never use the child car 
seat without it.  

Refi�ng the cover 
Refit the cover, using the previous instruc�ons in reversed 
order. 

Seat maintenance 

Cleaning the seat 
Do not use any aggressive cleaning products; these may harm the 
construc�on material of the child car seat. Clean by hand with water 
and mild soap.

A�er an accident 
A�er an accident, the child car seat and your car seat belts should be 
replaced. Although they may look undamaged, if you have another 
accident, the child car seat and your car seat belts may not be able to 
protect your child as well as they should.
