HClip Bracket Installation
Open the clip and fix it to the edge of the helmet.

Note: The clip bracket is tight, be careful to avoid
damage during installation

*Adhesive Bracket Installation
1. Select a suitable position on the helmet; wipe, and clean the
adhesive area to ensure the surface is clean;

2. Tear off the adhesive protective film of the bracket, stick it on the
helmet, and press it to fix.

Note:

1. Just use a wet cloth/alcohol cotton pad to wipe the surface of
the helmet, avoid using strong acid or strong alkaline cleaners
to avoid damaging the bracket adhesive;

2. Place the intercom main unit after 12 hours of pasting to
ensure that the adhesive is fully dry, enhancing stability.

The
speaker should be installed on both sides of the helmet, close to the
ear. Ensure that the installation position is correct and will not affect
the comfort and safety of wearing.
