Irregular Verbs - Present Tense

One of the trickiest aspects of the Portuguese language is the irregular conjugation
of some of its most common verbs. If with regular verbs you can follow a conjugation
rule, with irregular verbs it doesn’t quite work like that. Also, there isn’t a way to tell
if the verb is irregular or not, you will have to memorize them. On the other hand,
being an irregular verb doesn’t mean that the whole conjugation of the verb is

irregular, some verbs are only slightly different.

Apart of Ser and Estar, that were already listed before, here goes a list of the most
common irregular verbs in Portuguese: Ir, Vir, Ter, Dar, Saber, Fazer, Querer,

Poder, Dizer, Pedir, Ouvir, Dormir
