Mytikas is the highest peak on Mount Olympus and was home 
for the Girgolas family before they emigrated to Adelaide in the 
late 60s.  Today they grow a vast array of alternative and 
traditional varieties in their  vineyard.

It also means “nose” which is quite fitting for these fragrant 
styles which are full of vibrancy and flavour.

Working together is they key to achieving the best fruit 
expression from the vineyard.  Having a Greek grower of Italian, 
French and Spanish varieties from Adelaide GI may break with 
tradition, but we love the challenge and style it delivers and 
wanted to celebrate that.

Tasting Note:

Premium sparkling varieties of Pinot Noir and Chardonnay 
create this white sparkling wine.  Displaying fresh lifted aromas 
of citrus, red apples and hints of . The palate is lively and full of 
flavours with a creamy texture and a crisp, balanced acidity on 
the finish. Serve chilled
