6. Repeat steps 4 and 5 as %
needed until camp pad reaches
preferred level of firmness.
Once inflated fully, close valve.

4. Once rolled up, place camp pad
into carry bag and cinch closed.

TIP: If the camp pad feels too firm you
can use the “Micro-Adjust” feature on
the inflate valve to release small bursts (fig. 5)
of air from camp pad. To do this, open

inflate valve to micro-adjust position

and press down on the green

trampoline for 1-2 seconds at a time

5. To pack pump sack, simply
stuff back into designated
compartment and cinch closed.
