RECONNECTING NEAR LEAF MASONRY TO FAR LEAF BRICKS
OR BLOCKS USING GROUTED MECHANICAL / RESIN WALL TIES

Method Statement:

1. Determine the construction of the back-up material

and the maximum and minimum cavity widths in the

area to be re-tied.

2. Mark the points for Mechanical / Resin Wall Tie
insertion on the outer face of the brickwork about half
way up the brick and around 15mm from the end to
avoid frogs and core holes.

. Drill an appropriate size pilot hole through the near
leaf and 80mm into the far leaf. The pilot hole will not
be required in the far leaf if the back-up material is
aircrete.

4. Widen the pilot hole in the near leaf to create a 14mm

clearance hole.

5. Load the Mechanical / Resin Wall Tie into the support

tool. Insert through the near leaf and drive home into

the far leaf.
