of the hole in the outer leaf masonry (use the Power
Support Tool).
7. Inject StrucSol Resin into the hole to fill it completely.
8. Allow the resin to gel (hormally 15-20 minutes).
9. Make good all the holes at the surface and cracks
I using StrucSol TE resin or StrucSol Crack Filler and
leave ready for decoration. To achieve a near perfect

look, use StrucSol Stain Colour Matching mortar.

B The maximum horizontal spacing between Lateral Restraint Ties is 600mm.

The floor boards MUST be in sound condition and securely fixed to the joists. If any boards are rotten, then these MUST be replaced.
C Loose boards should be secured with nail screws. If boards have been cut adjacent to the wall (e.g. for installation / access to services),
then they may need to be replaced with ply boarding.
