�� Fit support trays and a layer of roofing membrane down the valleys ensuring that the membrane is not exposed at the eaves.
�� Lay the valley centrally on the valley boards pinching the central upstand together before fixing with nails every 500mm with the  
valley overlapping the fascia by 50mm to discharge water into the gutter.

�� Install the roofing membrane over lapping the dry valley, mitre cut the battens to the outer water bar of the valley and fix them  
to rafters/noggins.

�� Trim the membrane between the two outer water bars and then slate or tile as normal.
