STEP 1

Place the seat on a clean surface with the
front slat on the seat facing down. Attach the
arm & leg assemblies to each side of the seat.
The curved side of the arm belongs on the
outside. Insert two 2%4” bolts through the holes
in the legs & turn into the threaded inserts in
the side of the seat. Do not fully tighten any
bolts until the chair is fully assembled. @

STEP 2

Set the chair upright. Place the back assembly
between the arms. Align the hole in the back of
the arm with the threaded insert in the side of
the back assembly. Attach with the 2” bolts.

(If the back doesn't fit between the arms,
loosen the bolts in the legs.)

STEP 3

Attach the bottom of the back assembly to
the back of the seat. Place the 3” screws in
the predrilled holes in the back & turn into the
seat with the power drill or screwdriver. There
are no predrilled holes in the seat as screws
are self drilling.

STEP 4

Lay the chair on the side & attach the rockers.
Put four 274" bolts through the holes in the
rocker & turn into the inserts in the legs. The
holes closest to the end of the rocker belong
on the front. Set the chair upright again &
tighten all bolts.
