staple of Zahel’s red wine production. This wine is
produced from grapes grown in the Maurerberg region,
located in Vienna's southwestern corner. Here, mineral-rich
Dolomite limestone is prevalent, lending the wine a layer
of complexity and structure. Influenced by the cool
Viennese forest to the west and warmer Thermenregion to
the south, the arca’s unique microclimate provides further
foundation for clegant red wines.
