I prefer to windsurf on Lake Michigan
and enjoy paddle boarding on smaller
lakes in Leland, Glen Arbor, Empire and
Frankfort. | have surfed and windsurfed
recreationally and competitively the most
in Maui.

How does the ocean compare with the
Great Lakes?

Maui is great because there are more pre-
dictable waves and reliable spots for specific
conditions. The water is wonderlully warm
and easy to sit in and surf on lor hows.

The Great Lakes are amazing for both
surfing and windsurfing. It is always a
challenge: never-ending changes in waves,
wind, weather, temperature and scasons
[ find Lake Michigan often more challeng-
ing 1o w ik with because of shore breaks,
swell, unpredictable waves, random swell
and shifting wind.

What's most fabulous about here is the
scenery, solitude, beaches and so many
spots Lo choose to go and play on the water.

Do you surf or windsurf with a group of
women locally?

I'm a single mom of a 4-year-old boy,
and getting the time I'd like w find friends
with whom to surfwindsuf while T'm
painting and working is definitely on my
list. When Tve been out looking for the spot
I want to jump in and sail, T see women
of all ages on surfboards in the water and
boards on their cars, heading out!

What do you love about here?

There
is the opportunity on our likes and hills
and heaches to do most anything people are
doi“g on rhﬂ Oeans ;"‘Id mountains.
