STEP 1

CONNECT CONVEYOR BED AND CONVEYOR LEGS.
MAKE SURE CONVEYOR BED IS CENTERED ON CON-
VEYOR LEGS. TIGHTEN BOLTS AND NUTS TOGETHER.

TENSIONER BOLTS EVENLY ON THE END OPPOSITE THE MOTOR UNTIL THE BELT IS SLIGHTLY SAGGING UNDERNEATH. SIMPLY TIGHTENING
YOUR TENSIONERS EQUALLY UNTIL THE BELT DOES NOT SLIP ON THE DRIVE PULLEY IS SUFFICIENT FOR TENSIONING A THE BELT. ROTATING
THE TENSIONER BOLT CLOCK-WISE WILL TIGHTEN THE BELT, COUNTER CLOCK-WISE WILL LOOSEN. THE TWO ROLLERS SHOULD BE PERPEN-
