Safety instructions and warnings

* To prevent injury or damage to the unit, the ap-
pliance should be unpacked and set up by two
people.

* In the event that the appliance is damaged on
delivery, contactthe supplierimmediately before
connecting to the mains.

Setting up

* Avoid positioningthe appliance in direct sunlightor near cookers,
radiators and similar sources of heat.

* The floor on which the appliance stands should be horizontal
and level.

Standard EN 378 specifies that the room in which you install
your appliance must have a volume of 1 m® per 8 g of R 290a
refrigerant used in the appliance, so as to avoid the formation of
inflammable gas/air mixtures in the room where the appliance is
locatedinthe event of aleakin the refrigerant circuit. The quantity
of refrigerantused inyour applianceisindicated on the type plate
on the inside of the appliance.

There must be a gap of at least 30 cm
betweenthe upperedge ofthe appliance
and the ceiling.

Electrical connection

Only operate the appliance with alternating current (AC).

The permissible voltage and frequency are indicated on the type
plate. The position of the type plate is showninthe section entitled
Description of the appliance.

The socket must be properly earthed and protected by a fuse.

The tripping current of the fuse must be between 10 A and 16 A.

The socket must not be situated behind the appli-
ance and must be easily accessible.

Do notconnectthe appliance using an exten-
sion cable or extension socket.

Do notuse stand-aloneinverters (conversion
of direct current to alternating/three-phase
current) or energy-saving plugs.
