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STEP 4 : ASSEMBLE THE LIMIT BAR(#23), AND USE THE LIMIT BAR TO FIX THE TRUSS POSITION AND

e Assemble the limit rod (#23) with connecting plate (#23A) and self-tapping screw (#20).

. Fix the truss position with the limit bar (#23) in sequence from one to five and tighten the bolts.

In @ and (), the cover plate needs to be folded inside the truss for tension and fixed with compression band

fix the edge of the cover plate from the bottom to the top, and then gradually fix it inside. Extend 100mm from
(#18).

According to the sequence of steps, use the compression belt (#18) to fix the cover plate from @ to ®), first
the bottom.

Trim the length of compression band (#18) according to the site requirements.

STEP 9 : INSTALL FRONT AND REAR COVER PANEL.
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STEP 10 : INSTALL THE DOOR HANDLE AND DOOR LATCH.

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STEP 11 : INSTALL THE TOP COVER (#25).

DO NOT INSTALL THE COVER DURING WINDY WEATHER!

. Stretch and adjust the cover from back and forth, to make sure it is square and centered.

. Unpack the top cover and place it along one of the long sides of the structure.

. Pushing up from the inside with 2 or 3 people standing on the ladder will help move the cover without
causing any damage.

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STEP 12 : TIGHTEN AND FIX THE TOP CLOTH.

. The Compression strip (#18) at the front and rear stops are nailed to the front of the front and rear crotch
cloth. The spacing of each self Cross round head drill tail tapping screw shall be kept within 150mm.

. Nail a circle of Compression strip (#18) on the third truss.
. Nail two rows of Compression strip (#18) on the left and right.

. Trim the edge of the roof cloth, and it is recommended to leave at least 100mm.

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AFTER THE INSTALLATION

Walk around and inspect the shelter periodically to make sure all components are still firmly secured and the whole
shelter is well supported. Check all bolts and nuts as well as all connection points to make sure they are all in good

position.

Snow accumulating on the fabric cover must be removed as soon as possible. If snow becomes solid ice on the cover, it

will increase the weight on the roof and may collapse the shelter or reduce the life span.

Keep the shelter on a dry ground most of the time. Do not keep the fabric dirt skirt under water all the time, otherwise the

fabric will deteriorate.

We strongly recommend you remove any snow from the roof immediately. Do not leave any snow load on the roof
overnight. Keep 3 feet of clearance on all sides at all times. Do not allow snow to accumulate and pile up on the
sides of the building. Otherwise the pressure from the sides will push inwards and could lead to a collapse.
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
