The
hydraulic system operates under extremely high pressure. Such repairs will fail suddenly and create a hazardous and unsafe

4.Wear proper hand and eye protection when searching for a high-pressure hydraulic

leak. Use a piece of wood or cardboard as a backstop instead of hands to isolate and

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5.If injured by a concentrated high-pressure stream of hydraulic fluid, seek medical attention immediately. Serious infection or
toxic reaction can develop from hydraulic fluid piercing the skin surface.

Transport Safety

Machine Components

The machine is shipped from the factory in a basic, universal configuration that allows it to be mounted to any model skid
steer. However, the skid steer must be equipped with a remote hydraulic outlet on the front of the cab frame.

The Brush Cutter should always be located on a level, dry area that is free of debris and other foreign objects. When attaching
the Brush Cutter to a skid steer, follow this procedure:

Make sure that all bystanders, especially small children are clear of the work area.
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Make sure there is enough room and clearance to safely drive up to the Brush Cutter.

Drive up to The Brush Cutter while aligning the mounting components, and hook up into the mount.
Secure the mounting:

1.Drive into the mounting frame.

2.Seat the top of the face plate into the frame of the Brush Cutter.

3.Raise the loader and tilt the face plate until it is fully mated.

Hydraulic Connections & Mounting

Engage the lock pins to secure The Brush Cutter to the loader.
Connect the hydraulics:

Use a clean rag or paper towel to clean the dirt from the couplers on the hose ends of the skid steer.

Connect the hoses to the skid steer couplers. Be sure the couplers are securely seated.

Route and secure the hoses along the frame with clips, tape or plastic ties to prevent binding and pinching. Be sure to provide
slack for tilting.

Raise The Brush Cutter.

Check that all hydraulic connections and locks are secure before beginning work.

Reverse the above procedure when unhooking.

Place planks or boards under the frame for extra support if required.
