Air Filter

The air cleaner element needs to
be cleaned or replaced periodically
(see chart for cleaning/replace-
ment intervals. The air filter
element will need to be cleaned
more often if Mini Bike is riddenin
muddy, wet, or dusty conditions. A

Engine Oil

The proper amount and grade of
engine oil will have a great impact
on the life of the engine. Checking
the oil dally and changing the oil as
listed in the maintenance schedule
is the most important maintenance
procedure for theengine.

Checking the engine oil

level ground.

2. Check engine oil level byremov-
ing the oil fill plug/dipstick (1)
located on bottom front left front
side of the engine.

Changing the engine oil
