Checking the spark plag

The spark plug is an important éngine compoaent, which ks easy to check. The spark plug should be removed and checked In accordance with
the periodic maintenance and lubrication chart.

Toremove the spark plug

1. Remove the spark plug cap.

2. Remove the spark plug as shown, with the spark plug wrench included in the owner’s tool kit.
3. Turn the spark wrench counterclockwise wise 10 Joosen and remove the spark plug.

To check the spark plag

L Check that the porcelain insulator around the center electrode of the spark plug to see if it's worn out.

L Oheck the spark plug for electrode erosion and excessive carbon or ather deposits, and replace it if necessary.
