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The space required to install a sail should be larger than the sail’'s dimensions in a relaxed
state. This allows the sail to be tensioned to fill the sgace,_which minimizes sagging,
|mf)roves water shed, and reduces any movement in the sail caused by the wind. Tenshon's
pulleys create an additional offset of approximately 15" from each attachment point. This
guide provides the ideal space requirements in order to have a properly tensioned sail.
