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2 INTRODUCTION

21 Description

DC-1 is a special effects machine that launches confetti into the air up to a height of 12-15 meters.

The DJPOWER CO2 Confetti Blaster is equipped with a CO2 powered woofer. CO2 is shot into the woofer through small holes. This
creates a Venturi effect that draws the confetti continuously from the hopper, out of the woofer and into the air. The shot is
accompanied by a strong hissing sound. If liquid CO2 is applied, a white plume of smoke will be visible.

41 AC Power

The machine has a fixed voltage power supply and can work with an input voltage of AC 220 V-240 V, 50/60 Hz, depending on the
specific model.

To determine the product’s power requirements (circuit breaker, power outlet, and wiring), use the current value listed on the label
affixed to the product's back panel, or refer to the product’s specifications chart. The listed current rating indicates the product’'s
average current draw under normal conditions.

Always connect the product to a protected circuit (circuit breaker or fuse). Make sure the product has an appropriate
electrical ground to avoid the risk of electrocution or fire.

Never connect the product to a rheostat (variable resistor) or dimmer circuit, even if the rheostat or dimmer channel
serves only as a 0 to 100% switch.

42 Power Plug

The machine comes with a power input cord terminated with a Lockable Powerkon connector on one end and an EU plug on the
other end (EU & China market). If the power input cord that came with your product has no plug, or if you need the change the
plug, use the table below to wire the new plug:

43 Fuse Replacement

. Disconnect the product from power

. Wedge the tip of a flat-head screwdriver into the slot of the fuse holder.

. Pry the safety cap out of the housing

. Remove the blown fuse from the clip on the front of the safety cap and replace with a fuse of the exact same type and rating.
. Re-insert the fuse holder and reconnect power.

A Disconnect the product from power before replacing the fuse.

44 REPLACE A CO2 CYLINDER

. Close the connected CO2 cylinder.

. After close CO2 cylinder, power on and empty the CO2 in the hose.

. Disconnect power.

. Disconnect the CO2 hose from the CO2 bottle-to-hose connector on the CO2 cylinder.
. Remove the CO2 bottle-to-hose connector from the cylinder.

. Connect a CO2 bottle-to-hose connector to a new CO2 cylinder.

. Connect the CO2 hose to the CO2 bottle- to-hose connector on the new CO2 cylinder.
. Open the CO2 cylinder.

. In case of multiple machines, connected in series: Repeat step as recommended for each machine.



45 DMX Linking

You can link the DC-1 to a DMX controller using a 3- or 5- pin DMX connection. If using other DMX-compatible products with this
product, you can control each individually with a single DMX controller. Instructions for connecting and configuring this product for
DMX operation are in the User Manual.

46 Mounting

51 Preparing for Operation

. After checking that all the parts are intact and complete, position the machine on flat.
. Unlock and remove the top cover, and take out the woofer
. Lock the woofer firmly onto the bayonet socket of the hopper until it locks in place.
*  Before connecting to the machine, make sure you connect CO2 cylinder correctly.
*The order of connection: others connector should be connected well before connecting CO2 quick connector.

* Place an 20 cm object underneath the CO2 cylinder while place it horizontally, and its bottom must higher than the top (refer
to the picture as below).

. Always connect the product to a grounded circuit. Before power on, make sure if it is connected with the rated voltage.

. Wind and other weather circumstances will influence the output height and output distance of the confetti.

6.1 Maintenance

*  To achieve the maximum service life of the machine, you must regularly clean the machine and test if it is functioning correctly.
*  To prolong machine’s life, clean the CO2 inlet and outlet at regular time to prevent dust attached.

. The maximum of CO2 hose can be used 1 year, and replace a new one after 1 year.

. After using the filter for 3 months, take the filter element for a cleaning and reinstall and screw.

& Do not replace parts yourself; always consult DJPOWER if necessary.
