* To lock the gliding mechanism, rotate the red lock arm clock wise and
snap the lock arm onto the lock peg.

HINT: Locks are located on opposite corners of the bassinet frame.
¢ Repeat lock procedure on other side of the bassinet.

UNLOCKED

e To unlock the gliding mechanism rotate the red lock arm counter clock
wise and off the lock peg.

NOTE: Remember to unlock both sides of the bassinet.

Care
