Installation instructions
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07There are two additional holes in 
the back of the unit for which 
fi�ings are not supplied. One is 
behind the drawer which will 
need to be removed to access. 
We recommend using these for  
additional support if needed, 
using the plugs and screws 
appropriate for your wall type.

Mark the position of the 2nd 
screw, using a spirit level to get the 
holes in line. Fit the 2nd screw.

The desk should then fit onto the 
2 screws. Adjust the projection of 
the screws so the desk fits snuggly 
to the wall.

Measure the distance between the 
keyhole slots on the unit and measure 
that same distance on the wall to 
find the 2nd screw position.

Drill the first mounting hole and 
put in a wall plug and screw. Do 
not screw all the way in; leave a 
small length projecting so that 
you can hang the desk on it.

01The desk will hook onto two screws 
in a wall via the keyhole slots in the 
back of the unit.

02To a�ix, measure the distance from 
the top of the unit to the top of the 
slots to find the first screw position.

If you are pu�ing very heavy items 
on the unit, or if you are concerned 
about your wall strength, use the 
two brackets provided to provide 
extra support under the desk. These 
brackets can be placed at any point 
under the desk.

If you are 
mounting onto a 
plasterboard wall, 
select at least one 
of the fixings to 
coincide with a 
timber upright.

Use appropriate 
plasterboard 
fi�ings, the 
ones supplied 
are not 
appropriate for 
plasterboard.
