
Option 2 :  Measure your finger

Measure your f inger  c i rcumference preferably  us ing a measur ing tape.

Make sure i t  doesn’ t  s t retch whi le  measur ing.
note that  f ingers  tend to be smal ler  in  co ld weather  and larger  when i t s  warm.

Measure severa l  t imes to ver i fy  you are not  doing a mis take ,
the r ing should s i t  comfortably  on your f inger ,  not  too t ight  and
not  too lose .
wire crochet  r ings adjust  themselves  to your f inger  
dur ing the f i r s t  few hours  you wear i t .
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Most important ! 
to use this diagram you MUST print this page 1:1 with no scaling.
How to verify it ?
after printing measure the small mm/inch block sample with a ruler, 
if it’s a match you are well to go. if not,  re print while verifying
the printer properties are set to no scaling.  

Option 1 :  Measure a ring

Choose a r ing you wear on the intended f inger .

p lace i t  on the c i rc les  be low unt i l  you have a match,  note you should 
look for  the c i rc le  that  matches the inner  s ize of  your  r ing !

The number ins ide the c i rc le  i s  your  US r ing s ize ,  
the other  number i s  the c i rc le  d iameter .
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
