Multi-Strand Chain Lariat w/Beads
(Chain Project #155)
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Materials Needed

3 yds. (or more) of asst. types & colors of chain

 (1 yd. of each type)

20- , 22-, or 24-gauge craft wire in asst. colors or color to match chain

Asst. size & shape beads, including top-drilled beads

Head pins
Tools Needed

Chain-nose pliers

Wire side cutters

Round-nose pliers

Note: lariat on right shown without beads for illustration purposes only.    

Instructions

1. Cut (3) 36” lengths of different types of chain. (Or use more than 3 strands if desired.)
2. Attach a 2” to 3” segment of beads to each end of each chain, using wire wrapping or wire looping. 3. At the end of each segment of beads, hang a final bead using a head pin. Make your own decorative head pins, if desired. You can also end with a top-drilled bead.
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4. When all 6 ends of the 3 chains have beads hanging, hold the 3 lengths of chain together and wrap around your neck, tying an overhand knot to hold all 3 together when you wear it. Wear the necklace with all beads hanging at the same level, or at varying levels.

5. Untie chains to remove.
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
