Instructions for using and setting up the handset

Four preset
heights

Display Tabletop
screen lift

Ensure that there are no obstacles blocking the movement of the table during the lifting
process and confirm that all cables are long enough for the table to move up and down.

Suggestion

Set the most comfortable height when sitting as " & " and the most comfortable height

when standing as " i ". Additional preset heights can be freely set to other heights.

@ Button Control for Height Adjustment

a. By pressingthe " A" or" ¥V " button, you
4 can adjust the height of the lifting table up
ordown, and the current height will be
displayed on the screen.
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@ Height Memory Function

a. Press and hold the " f " button for 3
seconds, and the screen will display "5-!",
indicating that the current height has been
successfully saved in memory. Then, you
can operate the lifting table to any height,
and by pressing the " f button, it will
automatically return to the saved height.

b.The" ||", "3", and "4" buttons also have the
same height memory function as the " " "
button. By repeating the above steps, you
can save the corresponding heightin
memory. Then, by pressing the respective
button, the lifting table will automatically
move to the saved height.

@ Adjusting Collision Sensitivity (Optional)

@ Reset Function
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a.There are four gears in total. When the lifting
system encouintersresistance, this function
is triggered for fallback protecttion.

b.Press and hold the " A" and "\/" buttons at
the same time for 3 seconds to switch the
sensitivity. One operation switches one level,
with 4 levels:  (R-0, R-1,R-2,R-3)

c."A-0"indicating that the collision prevention
function is turned off; " f-{"indicating low
sensitivity; "H-2" indicating medium

sensitivity;  "A-3"indicating high sensitivity.

d.When the table encounters an obstacle during
the process of ascending or descending, it
will immediately rebound, providing
protection.

a.The specific steps to reset

Method 1: Long press the down key. The table
will move to the lowest or highest position and
then rebound until it stops. At this time, the
display screen will show the heightin
numbers. Release the down key to complete
the reset.

Method 2:Press and hold the "3" and "4" keys
for 3 seconds to view the software version of
the device. Once the viewing is complete,
continue to hold the "3" and "4" keys until the
LED display shows "r5t", then release the
keys. This will enter the reset mode. To reset,
continue to hold the down key until the display
shows the current height, then release the
down key. The resetis now complete.

b.When the lifting system experiences a
malfunction, release the key and press and
hold the down key until the lifting system
reaches the bottom and stops rebounding.
Reset is successful.

@® Troubleshooting
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a. Reset function definition: The LED display shows +5t". The user holds down the down
arrow key until the desk lowers to the lowest position and then rebounds up to a stop.

The display will show the lowest height. After releasing the" - " down key, the reset is
complete and the desk can be used normally again.
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b.If you see "E01", allow the desk to rest for at least 18 minutes before using it again.

c.If you encounter any other error codes and the "" button does not respond, please
check if the connection cable is undamaged and properly connected. Disconnect the
power for at least 10 seconds, then reconnectit. The LED screen will display "r5:" .
Press and hold the "~ " button to reset.

d.If you have followed the above steps and the desk still does not function properly,
please contact customer service for further assistance.

1.Power supply: AC100V-240V, frequency 50/60Hz.

2.0perating environment: Indoor, 0-40° .
