What'’s included with the CaddyTrek?
The CaddyTrek is shipped with the following items:

e Main Battery

e Main Battery Charger

e Handset

e Handset Battery

e Handset Battery Charger

Charging the Battery

The CaddyTrek uses a Lithium-lon battery to power the cart
and should be fully charged before use. Approx. 6-8 hours.

You can charge the main battery and handset on any 110 volt
outlet. Plug the charger into the charger port located on the
battery inside the electronics box. Once fully charged, unplug.

The following instructions will show you how to correctly :
charge the main battery using the provided battery charger and explain what the
indicator lights mean.

Checking battery level

To check the battery level, press the RED button on top
left of the battery (see photo).

Green light indicators

e 3-green lights: The battery is fully charged.
e 2-green lights: The battery is 50-75% charged.
e 1-green light: The battery is less than 50% charged.

Note: Low battery voltage indicated by four loud beeps from CaddyTrek.

Using the Battery Charger

Charge the main battery in or out of the unit.

Plug the battery charger into the main battery’s charging port.
Plug the other end of battery charger into a power outlet.

The indicator light should turn RED to indicate battery is charging.
If the charge indicator light does NOT turn RED:

a. Leave the charger plugged into the battery.

A

b. Unplug the charger from the power outlet, wait 5 seconds then plug it back in.
c. Within 3 seconds the indicator light should now turn RED.

6. Charge battery for about 6 hours.

7. Check the battery charge level again (refer to checking battery level above).

8. If the indicator light is , the battery is charged.
a. Unplug the charger from the battery.

b. Carefully reinsert the battery back into the CaddyTrek and begin use.
9. If the indicator light is not , charge for an additional 1-2 hours.

Handset battery and charger

The handset comes with a Lithium lon 4.2V battery and battery charger. The battery takes
about 2 hours for a full charge and will last about 30 hours.

Identifying the LED Lights & Audio Sounds

e SOLID WHITE light = Camera warm up (about 45 sec - 2 beeps)
e FLASHING YELLOW light = Stand By (SB) mode

e FLASHING BLUE light = Remote Control (RC) mode

e SOLID GREEN light = Follow (FL) mode

e SOLID PURPLE light = Marching Mode

e LIGHT BLUE light = Push Mode

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Il. USING THE HANDSET

Additional Handset Commands
All modes must be done from (SB) mode. The unit powers up in (SB) mode & returns to
(SB) mode upon exiting any other mode.
1. Mute the handset:
a. Press the DOWN arrow (4) times then press STOP.
b. Repeat steps to disengage.
2. Check the handset battery charge level:
a. Turn on the handset.
b. Press and hold the STOP button for 2-3 seconds.
c. Read LED light indicators left to right.
i. 4green lights =100% charged
ii. 3 green lights =70% charged
iii. 2 green lights = 40% charged
iv. 1 green light =10% charged
3. Using the Directional Buttons

e Press the Forward, Reverse, Left or Right directional buttons to move CaddyTrek
in the desired direction.

e To accelerate CaddyTrek to its maximum speed, hold down the Forward button or
press repeatedly.

e To slow CaddyTrek down to a stop while moving forward, repeatedly press the
Reverse or Stop button. Once stopped, pressing once more will reverse the unit.

e To go back into Standby (SB) mode, press STOP, STOP.
4. Recalibrate CaddyTrek
If the unit veers to the left or to the right, you may need to recalibrate.
a. Turn the unit on.
b. Press LEFT, RIGHT, LEFT, RIGHT, then press STOP.
c. The unit will beep twice.

Manual Push (Free Wheel) Mode

1. Activating Free Wheel Mode Manually

a.

From Standby (SB) mode, tilt the cart down using the handlebar
until the anti-tipping wheel is touching ground.

CaddyTrek will beep indicating push mode.

To disengage, pause for a second and repeat 1% step, listen for
the beep. You are now back in SB mode.

From Standby (SB) mode, hold down the forward arrow
directional button, listen for the beep.

Wheels will unlock and you can move the cart freely now.

To disengage and return to SB mode, hit the STOP button, and
listen for the beep.

You are now back in SB mode.

Remote Control (RC) Mode

1. Power on the handset and then the CaddyTrek.

2. Position yourself behind the large wheels of CaddyTrek with your chest facing the
CaddyTrek.

3. Hold down the “Left” directional (RC) button until the handset emits a short beep
and RC light will be blinking on the handset. 30-yard max range.

4. Blue light on CaddyTrek will indicate RC mode is ready.
5. To stop the unit, press the STOP button once.
6. RC mode is ready after powering on.

Follow (FL) Mode
You can activate follow (FL) mode in two ways:

e Using Handset
e Using palm gesture

1. Follow (FL) Mode Using Handset

a. To activate FL mode, hold down the FOLLOW button, listen for the single beep,
then start walking.

b. To deactivate, hit the STOP button or the FOLLOW button, listen for the double
beep.

2. Follow (FL) Mode Using Palm Gesture

a. To activate FL mode using palm gesture, hold hand out (palm
side facing camera), 8-10 inches from the camera.
b. Listen for the beep, then turn around and start walking.

c. To deactivate, repeat 1. step and listen for the beep. You can now
walk away.

d. Always use UNGLOVED hand.

When activating the camera, if it doesn’t work on the first attempt, pull hand away, wait 2
seconds, then try again.

Marching Mode
You can activate marching mode in two ways:

e Using Handset

e Using hand gesture

1. Marching Mode Using Handset

a. To activate Marching mode, hold down the RIGHT directional button, listen for the
beep, then take a step back.

b. Once your start walking, the cart will move in front of you.

c. To deactivate, hit the STOP button. Unit will beep.

2. Marching Mode Using Hand Gesture

a. To activate Marching mode, hold a closed fist 8-10 inches from camera, listen for
the single beep, then take a step back.

b. Once you start walking, the cart will move in front of you.
c. To deactivate, stop, then take a step back. Unit will beep.
d. Always use UNGLOVED hand.

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IV. PRECAUTIONS

Wide Open Spaces

CaddyTrek is designed for use in wide open spaces only. Do not
operate CaddyTrek in enclosed or confined areas.

The handlebar needs to AVOID interfering with camera. Do NOT
block the camera.

In the Parking Lot

Use manual “Push” mode in parking lot to navigate around cars or other obstacles that can
cause the signal to bounce.

Obstacles

User needs to be aware of obstacles. Use caution and move slowly around obstacles
including bodies of water, bunkers, and other obstructions.

When in doubt, use RC or Push mode.

Signal Interference

When encountering interference, use manual “Push” mode.

Be aware of the following:

« Overhead power lines

« Radio and cell phone towers
« Nearby airports or air bases

« WI-Fl or similar electronic signals

RF (Radio Frequency) Interference

If you experience signal interference, while in RC mode, it is probably due to cell phone
towers nearby or the location of the golf course.

Should you encounter interference with handset, change mode to manual “Push” mode.

Wet Conditions

e DO NOT use the CaddyTrek in wet conditions.
e DO NOT hose down the CaddyTrek with water.
e Ifitrains, turn off the unit and push the cart to dry, safe area.

e Dew on the grass is OK to use the cart.
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V. TROUBLE SHOOTING

Powering On:

If there is no response after two minutes of powering on, reboot the R3X.
If after 45 seconds, you do not hear a beep and see a green blinking light, reboot the R3X.

To reboot the R3X, turn off the unit and then turn it on again. Must have blinking green light to use
camera for follow mode.

If you see a red light on LED, then reboot the R3X.

Pairing:
If you see four green lights on handset, then pairing was UNSUCCESSFUL. Repeat the process.

Sun Glare:

Like any other camera, facing directly into the sun may cause sun glare. Shadow the camera with
your body.

When activating the camera using hand gesture, if after the FIRST attempt fails, wait TWO
seconds then try again.

When using follow mode and walking directly into the sun, to prevent sun glare, we suggest
switching to Marching Mode to turn the cart in the opposite direction of the sun.

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VI. TIPS AND TRICKS

When going down a steep hill, DO NOT use follow mode. This may cause the cart to
tip over. Use Marching Mode or Manual Push Mode.

Do not walk too fast — The unit may start to sway as the camera tries to find the
user. If it starts to sway, stop walking, and let the cart catch up and then start
walking again.

Walk slowly on narrow cart paths to avoid swaying and hitting the curb and/or
falling off the cart path.

DO NOT overload the cart. The maximum load weight is thirty-three pounds. If the
cart is overloaded, this could cause the cart to sway.

Clean camera lens with dry, soft cloth regularly.

If after the first attempt of activating follow mode, wait two seconds, then try again.

When using Manual Push (Free Wheel) Mode, use it on level grounds.
Always use an ungloved hand when activating camera.

When in doubt, press STOP, STOP. This will take you to Standby (SB) mode. Watch
below.

Warranty Policy

FTR Systems warrants the product against manufacture design and defects in materials for
a period of TWO (2) YEAR from date of purchase.

The following is covered under the terms of the limited warranty:

YEAR 2: motors, electronics, battery, and mechanical parts.

The manufacturer is not responsible for damage or part failure due to normal wear-and-
tear or misuse of the product.

FTR System’s Warranty Obligations

If a defect arises and a valid claim is received within the warranty period, at its option, FTR
Systems will either:

e Send parts for replacement at no charge; or

o Repair the defect at no charge, using new or refurbished parts in cases where service
work is required.

Customer’s Warranty Obligations

Failure to comply with this policy may result in additional shipping costs.
