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In 1999 we planted Cloudy’s vineyard. It sits on the steepest part of our estate, hidden high up in the 
Vaca Mountains. The vines work overtime, focusing all their energy on ripening the fruit. The 
extended and balanced 2018 growing season allowed us to pick grapes with fully matured, though 
not overripe, flavors. 

The 2018 Cloudy’s is loaded with blue fruit, herbs and and rocky earth tones. It is a balanced wine 
with generous fruit and a very nice bouquet of violets and earth. This wine should age very well over 
the coming decades.
