Our 2020 Bacio Divino embodies a harmonious blend of the finest barrels sourced from our ‘Cloudy's
Vineyard' estate-grown Cabernet Sauvignon, complemented by a modest amount of Merlot to tame the
tannins and impart a silky mouthfeel.

On the nose, the wine boasts aromatic hints of dried herbs, cigar box, and plum. On the palate, indulgent
notes of black currant and lush blue fruit burst forth. The sumptuous mouthfeel and a robust mid-palate
culminate in a prolonged finish with firm mountain tannins. With time, the tannins will mellow, and
tertiary flavors such as graphite, mineral character, and licorice will take center stage.

Bacio Divino is renowned for its aging potential, and we anticipate that this vintage will follow suit, with a
suggested drinking window of 2024 to 2035.
