Introduction to the M60A1WERA U.S.A

Evolving from the M48 through the M60, the M-60A1 Patton tank was produced from 1962 through 1980. This newer variant featured a redesigned wedge-shaped turret with

improved ballistic.protection and a new mounting for the 105mm M68 main gun (modifed from the excellent British L7 with a vertical sliding breech block), which could fire HE,
Frag, AP, and HEAT rounds.Additional armament consisted of a coaxially mounted 7.62 mm M73 machine gun and a 12.7 mm M85 machine gun mounted in the commander’s
cupola. Further improvements consisted of increased armor thickness on the glacis and hull sides, as well as the installation of shock absorbers at the first two and last roadwheel
stations. Powered by the improved 643 hp Continental AVDS-1790-2A V-12 twin turbo diesel engine coupled to the Allison CD-850-6A powershift cross-drive transmission, the
tank weighed 58 tons and was served by a crew of four - commander,gunner, loader, and driver. This vehicle became the main battle tank fielded by the US Armed forces through
the 1960's into the early 1970's.

Deployed to Operation Desert Shield in 1990, the United States Marines Corps' main batte tank was rtrfted with explosive reactive armor (ERA) tiles to futher increase crew
protection.During Operation Desert Storm, the 1st Marine Expeditionary Force fielded 210 M60A1's to support the liberation of Kuwait, destroying over 100 Iraqi T-55/62/72 & Type

69-11 tanks (and losing only one to anti-tank mines).

M-60A3 is a kind of main battle tank developed later in the M60 series of the US Army. It is one of the main battle tanks currently equipped by the US Army and belongs

to the second generation tank. This type of tank is mainly used to engage enemy tanks after troops enter the depth of the enemy, or carry out forward fire support missions,
destroy enemy fortifications, weapons, and annihilate effective forces. It was fitted with an engine with improved reliability and a passive viewer. In 1978, four more improvements
were made, including the installation of a new rangefinder, a ballistic computer, an M240 antiaircraft machine gun, and an M239 smoke bomb launcher.

Starting in 1980, some MB0A3 tanks were fitted with thermal imaging scopes, and MB0A3 tanks fitted with thermal imaging scopes were renamed MB0A3TTS. In fiscal year
1985, the U.S. Army allocated $215.1 million to upgrade all currently equipped M60A1 tanks to the M60A3. The U.S. Army is equipped with 5,400 vehicles, of which 1,686 were
newly produced M60A3s, 114 were converted from M60A1 tanks during repairs in various U.S. Army units, and 3,600 were converted from M60A1s during overrepairs at Army
Base Mainz, Federal Germany, and Anniston, Alabama.

In July 1985 the US Army live-fired three MB0A1 modified MBOA3 tanks fitted with reactive armour. Despite successful trials, it was decided in 1988 to abandon plans to equip

the tank with reactive armour due to financial constraints.
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
