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1.With a spring compressor - compress the spring on the
shock.

Once spring is compressed and under tension
remove the top of the shock nut.
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2.With a mallet - hit the lower spring perch upwards.

After the spring perch has been dislodged, make sure to have
the small keepers stay on the shock - the collar will sit on this.
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3.Once there is enough room to get the collar on to the shock
under the lower spring perch and is seated on the keepers on
the shock body, you can install the new FMI Lift Collar.

4. Torque the two bolts
to 15 ft lbs.

5. Then release the
spring compressor.

6. Reverse the order of
shock disassembly
