How to charge the battery:
e Connect the recorder to a PC or USB power supply with the provided Micro USB to USB

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How to start:
e |Insert a Micro SD Card (up to 256GB) before starting a recording.
e Charge the device for up to 8 hours for a full charge.
e Select which recording mode you want by sliding the mode key to either V (Continuous
recording) or P (PIR motion recording)
e Slide the on/off key to the on; the camera will start recording.



How to record a continuous video:

e Select recording mode by sliding the mode key to V (Continuous recording)

e Slide the on/off key to the on; the camera will start recording.

e The red light will blink three times and turn off, indicating it has started. At the same time,
the orange lights will stay illuminated for 10 seconds and then disappear.

e To save, turn the on/off key to off; the red and blue lights will blink three times and then
disappear.

e Files are saved in 5-minute increments.

How to record in motion detection:

e Select recording mode by sliding the mode key to P (PIR Motion recording)

e Slide the on/off key to on; the camera will start.

e The blue light will blink three times and turn off, indicating it has started. At the same
time, the orange lights will stay illuminated for 10 seconds and then disappear.

e When the camera detects a person, it is triggered to start recording; one file will be
saved per minute.

e If no presence is detected, the camera will enter a low-power consumption mode, and
there will be no indicator light under the PIR mode.

e To save, turn the on/off key to off; the red and blue lights will blink three times and then
disappear.

NOTE: This camera allows the random switching of V and P while powered on. The
orange lights will stay on for 10 seconds and then shut off.
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How to playback files on a Windows computer: B

e Connect the Micro USB to the USB cable to the device and the other end to the
computer's USB port with the Micro SD card still inserted in the device.

When connected, the PC will recognize the device as a removable disk

Open the DCIM folder

Select the file you want to view

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How to delete files on a Windows computer: o
e Open the DCIM folder
e Right-click on the file you wish to delete and left-click “Delete” in the pop-up menu



How to set the date and time:
e Connect the Micro USB to USB cable to the device and the other end to the computer's

Click on the “Time.txt,” and the date and time settings window will open
Settings should be carried out in the following format, which will be in a 24-hour format

Note: The time and date setup can also be done on a Windows computer using the
“Time.txt” application within the zipped set time tool folder. To use this program, extract
this file to the root directory of the device memory, placing it in the list underneath the
“DCIM” file. The “Time.txt” application within the zipped set time tool folder will not run

on a Mac.
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How to set the date and time: '

Note: The following steps must be completed to properly set the date and time. The
“Time.txt” application within the zipped set time tool folder will not run on a Mac.

Plug the recorder into the Mac using the included USB cable
Open the USB Drive to view the files

Open the text file titled “Time.txt”

Setting the date and time:

YYYY-MM-DD HH:MM:SS

TimeStamp=Y; //Y - Timestamp enable, N - Timestamp disable;
LoopRec=1; /1 - LoopRec enable, N - LoopRec disable;
Mic=1; /1 - Mic enable, 0 - Mic disable;

Note: Within “TextEdit” settings, ensure that the “Time.txt” file is saved as a plain text
file, not in a rich text format, and disable the option to wrap to a page.
e Safely eject the device from the Mac

e Make a recording to sync the settings

How to playback files on a Mac: ‘

e Plug the camera into the computer using the provided USB cable or by removing the SD
card and plugging it in directly with a Micro SD card reader.
The Mac will recognize the device as a removable disk
Once located, double-click on the “DCIM” folder to get in and review your recorded
information.
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How to manage and delete files on a Mac: '

Connect the device to your Mac computer

When connected, the Mac will recognize the device as a removable disk

Open the DCIM folder

Double-click the file you wish to play

To delete a file, click and drag the file you wish to delete to the trash bin

Empty the trash bin with the device still plugged into your computer to delete the file from
the device permanently

Note: If the above step is not completed on a Mac, the recorded files will not be entirely
deleted from the device. You will have a phantom folder containing the deleted files that
can not be seen on Mac that still take up memory space. Empty the “trash bin” to clear

these files, or your recorder may run out of room.
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How to playback files on a Google Chromebook: “&"

Connect the device to the USB port of the Chromebook

A pop-up menu may occur; if so, select “View Files”

If a pop-up does not occur, select the “O” icon called the “App Launcher” similar to a
Windows icon button located in the bottom left corner of the screen

Underneath the “Google Drive” are “My Drive,” “Downloads,” “New Services,” and
something else that may be named “Removable Drive”

Select the “Removable Drive.” If unsure of this step. Disconnect the device from the
Chromebook and see what is no longer available under Google Drive from step 4
After selecting the “Removable Drive,” you can now navigate the folders in the main
folder to find the recorded files

How to playback files on an Android smartphone or tablet (No Apple Products):
