3" off of the floor by stepping on the pumping pedal or
using the power lift.

Jack Start Up:
To be certain your unit is in working order, place an
approximately 200 Ib. load on the platform; fork; or in the
case of the Drum-Master, a drum weighing approximately 200
Ibs. and pump the load to full height at least 5 or 6 times.

If jack does not pump or pumps only slightly at the outset,
pump the pedal vigorously at least 12 times to dislodge any
air pockets that might have located in the unit during
shipment.

If this procedure does not correct the problem; loosen
assembly retainer (see Figure 1) and pump the pedal once or
twice. This will cause the oil to flow, breaking any air lock that
might exist. Re-tighten the assembly retainer before using the
unit.

If the unit does not reach proper height, the oil reservoir is low
and additional hydraulic fluid should be added. This can be
done by removing both fill screws (See Parts Drawing) and
washers and filling to level of the lower hole. Use premium
grade ISO #32 Anti-Wear Hydraulic Pump oil. The oil must be
perfectly clean, we recommend straining the oil prior to use.

After filling it may be necessary to rebleed the unit as
described above. If any oil leaks exist after completion of
above procedure, contact your dealer immediately.

Speed Adjustment

READ THIS PROCEDURE COMPLETELY PRIOR TO ATTEMPTING ADJUSTMENT! In some instances, the lowering speed

of the platform, forks, or drum may require adjustment. This can be done as follows

(1) Using the adjustment screw that is part of the Pumping & Release Valve Rebuild Kit (Key C3). See Figure 1 for a detail of
this part.

(2) Remove pipe plug. Insert 1/8" Hex Wrench and adjust by holding relief pedal down with left hand while turning hex wrench
clockwise until you feel the relief pedal raising up. (Should be about %4 of travel).

Testing Speed

(1) Pump up jack until platform, fork, or drum is about 1.5 feet from bottom.

(2) Mark side of truck frame with a pencil at top of platform or fork. If you have purchase a Drum-Master, the mark should be
placed at the top of the extension for the drum support. Place a second mark exactly one foot down.

(3) Time platform drop speed between two marks (without a load). It should be about 18 seconds.

If time is less than 18 seconds, turn set screw in % turn clockwise increments until slower speed is reached. Turn
counterclockwise if time is greater than 18 seconds, if a faster speed is desired.

It is recommended to use unit at slowest acceptable speed. Unit should be further tested under full load, to insure that
lowering speed is not too fast.
