Notions: Scissors, extra small (13%”/35mm),
small (1%”/45mm), and large (3%"/85mm)
pompom makers, 8" wire wreath form, hot
glue gun and glue sticks, clip for holding yarn
(optional)

Gather materials. Cut 9-48” lengths of each CC.
