Guidelines for Refrigeration

e Turnyourfridge toits warmest setting.

e Sealupyourfruits and veggies. These can give off gases that can
harm your flowers.

o Keep the flowers away from fridge walls and towards the front.
The back wallis the coldest spot and the sides are also very cold.
Storing your flowers against the walls could result in freezing them.

e Onlyuse afridge you trust!If you are stayingin a hotel or Air BnB
where you’re unfamiliar with the fridge, use caution! We don’t want
your blooms freezing and therefore dying.
