Before Using the Product.

Installation Space

Ensure some space around the product for ventilation. An internal temperature rise may cause fire and damage the product.

**Even though AMD Radeon GPUs and some Adaptive Sync monitors support Adaptive Sync over HDMI, Nvidia says you’ll need to connect
your GeForce GPU to your Adaptive Sync monitor using a DisplayPort cable to activate variable refresh rates. (G-Sync monitors only work over
DisplayPort as well.)
