Finger size changes depending on time of the day and the weather, for better results:

Avoid using string or paper to measure ring size as these materials can stretch or 
twist, yielding an inaccurate measurement.

Select a ring that properly fits the intended finger.

Engagement and wedding rings are traditionally worn on 
the ring finger on the left hand in the United States.

Place the ring over the circles to the right. Matching the 
inside edge of the ring to the circle nearest in size. This 
measurement refers to the inside diameter of the ring.

If the ring falls between two sizes, order the larger size.
