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T ‌he Hermitage of the Holy Cross is a growing monastic community in the 
hills of West Virginia. Founded in 1986 by Hieromonk Kallistos (Paza-
los) near St. Louis, Missouri, the Hermitage moved to a 120 acre property 

near the town of Wayne in May of 2000. T‌he community’s life follows the basic 
principles of Eastern Orthodox cenobitic (communal) monasticism, stressing the 
virtues of constant prayer, obedience, and hard work.

T‌he daily life of a monk revolves around a lengthy cycle of church ser-
vices, private prayer, and labor in obedience for the common good of the 
Brotherhood. T‌he monastery supports itself through the production of in-
cense, soap, and honey, as well as the sale of imported church goods and 
Orthodox media.

T‌he Hermitage celebrates its patronal feast on September 14/27, t‌he 
Universal Exaltation of the Precious and Life-giving Cross of the Lord. 
T‌he patron saint of the Hermitage is the Holy Great Martyr and Healer

Incense

We begin with pure frankincense 
resin, which is ground into a ne pow-
der and saturated with richly fragrant 
oil. A measure of ne, re-puried 
china clay powder is then added. 
Kneading brings this mixture to a 
dough-like consistency. We roll the 
incense dough into sheets and then 
carefully cut them into small grains, 
saying the Jesus Prayer as we work. 
T‌hese grains of incense are then 
coated in more clay powder to miti-
gate the stickiness, and are cured for 
at least one month.

Using various combinations of spe-
cial fragrance oils, we create unique 

blends which each carry their own 
particular atmosphere. Each blend is 
well-tested by our brotherhood to en-
sure that, despite its unique character, 
it remains within a certain recogniz-
able “feel”, acceptable for reverent 
worship.

T‌he term “Athonite style” is used 
to describe incense which is nished as 
a grain (not a stick), in a manner faith-
ful to the method of preparation used 
for centuries on Mt. Athos, a monas-
tic republic in Greece. Athonite style 
incense is burned atop a lighted coal, 
and can be used at home or in church 
as an accompaniment to prayer.

How do we make “Athonite style” incense?

Myrrh is also an aromatic tree 
resin. It is secreted naturally from 
the tree, but is more difficult to har-
vest due to large thorns that cover 
the trees’ branches.

The Story of the Icon

O‌n the eve of the Russo-Japanese War in 1903, an aged sailor was staying at 
the Lavra of the Kiev Caves. One night he awoke and saw the Theotokos 
surrounded by angels, standing upon two broken swords by the shore 

of a bay. She held an Image of the Savior, “Not-Made-By-Hands,” while angels 

in the clouds held a crown above her head. The Lord of Sabaoth sat still higher 

upon a throne of glory. The Theotokos told him, “Russia will soon be involved in 

a difcult war on the shores 

of a far sea. Paint an icon 

showing my appearance and 

send it to Port Arthur. If the 

icon is there, Orthodoxy will 

triumph over paganism, and 

Russian warriors will attain 

my help.”

When the war broke 

out in early 1904, the icon 

was painted according to the 

sailor’s vision. But due to the 

negligence of those entrusted 

with it, the icon only made 

it to the city of Vladivostok 

before Russia was defeated by 

Japan. Lost after the Russian 

Revolution of 1917, the icon 

was found in a Jerusalem 

antique shop in 1998, and 

returned to Vladivostok. 

In 2006, a miracle-working 

copy of the icon with English 

inscriptions was delivered to the Orthodox Christians 

of North America. It is now permanently housed in the 

Hermitage chapel.
