1. Mix well with a paddle mixer on a drill.
2. For work on metal: Clean the metal with Sculpt Nouveau Metal Degreaser using a 
Scotch-Brite pad, then rinse with water after a few minutes. Sanding or sandblasting is 
recommended for the best adhesion. Cleaning or recleaning the surface is mandatory after 
sanding or handling with bare hands.
For work on a non-metallic surface: Ensure that the surface is clean from debris or other 
contaminants. DO NOT use acetone or any other solvent based cleaners.
3. Great Paint is most commonly rolled, brushed, or sprayed. An HVLP sprayer with a 1.4-1.6 
tip at 40-60 psi is recommended. Strain before spraying to avoid clogs. Two coats are 
recommended with a 1 hour cure time between coats. If needed, thin up to 20% with 
distilled water or Sculpt Nouveau Great Paint Thinner.
4. Clean up using water.
