XS/S: 4 cakes of 
Viscose & Cotton Baby Yarn
(M/L: 5) 

US 7 / 4.5 mm 24”
circular knitting needles

Scissors

Tapestry Needle

• Broad Spiral Stitch
• Garter Stitch
• Purl Stitch
• Bind Off

K: knit

Finished Dimensions

Need Help

Size: M/L (XS/S, XL/2X, 3X-4X)

Dimensions M/L: 
Finished Length: 30 (28, 32, 34)”
Finished Width: 20 (19, 21, 22)”

Recommend Bust: 37-42 (30-36, 43-50, 51-61)”
Gauge: 20 sts. over 26 rows in spiral broad stitch 
pattern for a 4 x 4 in. square. Pattern for gauge: 
Cast on 50 sts and follow pattern below for 6 inch-
es. Measure gauge in the middle of your work to get 
an accurate measurement.

Pattern
Note: The stitch count should be the same at the end of each row.

Rectangle (make 2)
Cast on 104 (98, 110, 116) stitches.
Row 1: K across 
Row 2: k2, (p4, k2)* rep * to end 
Rows 3: p2 (k2tog, but do not sl from needle, insert right hand needle between the sts just knitted 
together, and knit the first stitch again, then sl both sts from needle together) twice, p2 
Row 4: Rep Row 2
Row 5: p2, (k1, k2tog and k first st as in row 3, k1, p2)* rep * to end
Repeat Rows 2 to 5 until the piece measures 30 (28, 32, 34) in. from cast on edge
Last row: knit across

Repeat for the second rectangle.

Bind off and cut yarn and weave in the ends.

Repeat for the second rectangle.  

Seaming:
Lay flat and align rectangles as shown below 
and seam together. Show diagram if possible
