`Dryer’

Also in the accessories box is the small blue bottle
of solution for the bubble foam shield. Inside the
back of the unit you will find a bottle connection 
with 2 small grey pipes connected to it. Screw the 
bottle in to this cap and ensure it is secured tightly.
For ease of access to refill, you may want to leave this 
out to the side of the toilet or alternatively, put inside 
the back of the toilet base. 
This is also easily accessible from the top of 
the unit by removing the two retaining screws and
carefully just lifting the top half (seat and lid) off the
porcelain base to reveal inside the pan. The bottle can 
go in any orientation but as a safety precaution against 
potential leakage, it is best to keep it in an upright position.

To pair the remote control to the unit if it 
appears to be unresponsive to pressing 
buttons, please carry out the following steps:

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During the initial start up and operation of the Washloo, it 
is normal for the Nozzle to flow water when you open up 
the water input angle valve for the first time and also when 
power is connected/switched on.

Maintenance
