Do not place the product near an open flame or too close to any heat source such as 2.8m

Illustrations may differ from the umbrella’s actual appearance. STEP 1

Take all of the parts out of box 1and 2 to ensure they are all present before
starting construction.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE a) Umbrella frame and cover

b) Lower pole
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When not in use, close the umbrella, fasten canopy and store in a
dry place. If the canopy is wet, allow to dry naturally when c) 360 degree swivel
opened up before storing. d) Plastic cover

If necessary, clean the fabric with a hose. e) Screws x4 (M8x25)

DO NOT use umbrella over or near harsh chemicals or open flames f)  Screws x4 (M8x14)
including but not limited to chlorine, grills, barbecues and fire pits. g) Washers x8

Components subject to turning and sliding can be treated with a h) Crank handle
non-staining lubricant spray (silicon-based). i)

STEP 2 STEP 4

Attach the swivel base (c) to the water base (k) using screws (e) and washers (g). Fill base (k) with water or sand. Place plastic cover (d) over lower pole (b).
Use allen key (1) to tighten.

STEP3 STEPS
Attach the lower pole (b) to the swivel base using screws (f) and washers (g). Place umbrella frame and cover(a) over lower pole (b) so it slides inside the plastic
Use allen key (1) to tighten. cover (d).




STEP 6 - TO OPERATE

Ensure ribs are free to move by fluffing open the canopy. Pull the trigger on the easy
glide handle and lift until it locks into the lowest position. Open the umbrella by
inserting and winding the crank handle (h).
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STEP7

To open the canopy, wind the crank handle (h) in a clockwise direction. To close the
canopy, wind the crank handle in an anti clockwise direction.

STEP 8 - ROTATING THE CANOPY

Use the foot pedal on the swivel base (c) to rotate the canopy in a clockwise, or anti
clockwise direction. The canopy can be rotated 360 degrees in either direction.

STEP 9 - CLOSING THE UMBRELLA

To close the umbrella, wind the canopy down with the crank handle in the anti
clockwise direction. Move the easy glide handle to the bottom position and wrap the
Velcro® straps around the canopy.




STEP 10 - INSTALL THE COVER

With the cover open, use the stay poles to position the cover over the closed
umbrella. Use the Velcro® to close and secure the cover over the umbrella.
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Ensure canopy is closed when not in use. Close in windy conditions or when a storm approaches.
Never allow the umbrella to flap in the wind; this could damage the canopy.
