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1. Heat the jaw end and

clamp 1n vise.

3. Shape the jaw on the anvil.

(For flat jaw tongs, the jaw

can be left as 1s, but I prefer
to thin the end a little, makes

grabbing a piece out of the
fire easier.)

5. Rivet the two together.
You have finished!

2. Twist counter clockwise
for right handed tongs.
Twist both jaws 1n the

same direction.

(Should look like this)

Tong jaws can also be shaped
under a power hammer.
Here, I am using a 1”7 bottom
swage and a £” round rod to

form the jaw.

4. Round out the remns.
