Only use cordless screw guns or drivers  
with a clutch and speed setting adjustment. 

2. Set your clutch down in the bottom  
1/3 of the available torque settings. 

3. Set your drill speed to the slowest speed. 

4. We tell you all of this to prevent you from blowing up the 
inserts and setting your install back. Start screws into inserts 
with your fingers to make sure you don’t cross-thread. 

5. Do NOT use pneumatic air tools or old school tools with no 
torque settings. 

6. The DECKED drawer system is designed for CARGO vans only. 
Factory tie downs must be present for proper installation.

 *NOTE: Two extra threaded inserts are included in the PREP-EXTRA bag. That’s all you get big 
timer,  unless you call us and ask for more. The repair inserts will replace any stripped inserts in 
the corner support feet and the vert. So, hand-tighten until snug only! You can also screw the 
feet inserts back in if dislocated. Use a flat screwdriver to screw them back in from below.

1. Remove the jack and tools from the mounting bracket. 

2. Remove the jack mounting bracket from vehicle by removing the 
hardware indicated in the image. 

3. Relocate the jack and tools to a DECKED drawer upon completion of 
the sytem installation. 

4. DECKED tie down brackets must be installed in four locations.   
See detailed views for each bracket installation. 
 
DETAIL A: 
Locate downstanding bracket flange at 2” above the bed floor. 
 
Center bracket side-to-side on pillar. 
 
Mark centers of outermost holes in bracket. Repeat for the other

HARDWARE BAG

INSTALL TIE DOWNS, CON’T
1. DETAIL A: Drill a 3/8” hole in the four locations you just marked. 

2. Seal raw edges with the self-etching primer included in your  
hardware kit. 

3. Assemble the plus nut tool. Install the small  
washer onto the the 2.5” bolt. Install the  
plusnut tool - narrow side first.  
Screw on the plusnut. 

4. DETAIL A (next page) Insert the plusnut end into the mounting hole. 
While holding the plusnut tool with a wrench, tighten the bolt with a  
3/8” socket until the plusnut is fully crimped. Do not overtighten. 

5. Remove the plusnut tool and bolt. Install the remaining 3 plusnuts. 

6. Install the brackets with the 1” black bolts from the GM VAN BRACKET 
HW bag.

1. Holding nut in hand (GM VAN 

BRACKET HW BAG), reach hand 
into large rectangular hole. Insert 
1.5” bolt through bracket and into 
hole in pillar and thread bolt into 
nut.  

2. Insert wrench in rectangular hole 
to hole nut. Tighten bolt securely.

DETAIL C
1. Drill out both the 2nd and 4th hexagonal 

shaped holes using a 3/8” drill bit. Seal with 
self-etching primer.  Install and crimp a 
plusnut in each hole.  
NOTE: Make sure you count  
from the very bottom hole; it  
may be hidden under the mat. 

2. Install the bracket as shown.

ARRANGE YOUR 
ARRANGEMENT
1. Some vans have a built up floor, rendering them flat. 

If your van has a bare metal floor with ribs and valleys, you may 
need some shims. The shims can be installed later if needed.  
Call us to discuss or email service@DECKED.com. 

2. Retention cables must be installed. Mounting holes  must be drilled 
into the cabside closeout panel. Find the two, small dimples on the 
top of the cabside closeout panel.  Use a 5/8” drill bit to drill an 
access hole at the dimples. The hole needs to be large enough for 
the 1.5” long, black metal spacer in the cable kit to fit through.  
Test fit the spacer. Enlarge the  hole slightly if needed. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

3. Hook center vert tabs into cabside closeout panel slots and push 
vert down to engage. 

4. On flat ground arrange the four support feet and vert assembly as 
shown. The tabs on the support feet must face each other. 

5. All three axles must be located at the tailgate end of your lay out.

CHANNEL YOUR ENERGY

1. Place a C-Channel on the ledges of the corner feet on each 
side as shown. The end plate MUST be on the cabside of the 
assembly. 

2. Slide a side closeout panel down between the tabs on the 
support feet on both sides.  Make sure the mounting holes 
in the closeout panel align with the mounting holes in the 
C-Channels.

1. Secure the left and right side closeout panels to the 
C-Channels using the 1” bolts.   
 
NOTE: The bolt heads must be on the inside of the 
C-Channel.   

2. On the TAILGATE side only, install one DECKED tie down 
bracket on the outbound corner [the 2nd set of holes in 
from the end] of each support foot with the 1” bolts and 
nuts where shown. The hook should face the tailgate on 
both sides. Remember the bolt heads go on the inside of the 
C-Channel.

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STEP 4:
GET HOOKED

1. Install one DECKED tie down bracket onto the outbound 
corner [the 2nd set of holes in from the end] of each 
CABSIDE support foot. 
 
NOTE: The bolt heads must be on the inside of the 
C-Channel.  

2. There is a horizontal slotted hole in the C-Channel inbound 
from each corner bracket. Depending on the side, the 
slotted hole may align to a top or bottom mounting hole in 
the foot. Install one bolt through the slotted C-Channel 
hole into the coordinating hole on the corner foot. Secure 
with flanged nut. Repeat on the other three corner support 
feet.  You should have just used 20 nuts and bolts total. 

3. Place the three assemblies into the van. The axles must be 
on the tailgate/rear side.

TIE ONE ON

1. Install the cable assembly on the CABSIDE end on one 
side only. The cables are labeled LEFT and RIGHT. Using 
the diagram, sandwich the white spacer between the 
cabside closeout and the C-Channel. Thread the 2.5” 
bolt through the large black washer, one end only of each 
retention cable and the 1.5” black tube spacer.  Insert 
this assembly through the cabside of the closeout panel 
mounting hole and through the white spacer. Install a 
flanged nut on the inside of the C-Channel end plate to hold 
everything together. Leave loose for now.  

2. Use the attached cable closest to the system to capture 
the DECKED tie down on that side.  Loop the loose cable 
eye through a carabiner and hook onto the DECKED tie 
down. 

3. Pull the cable across the cabside of the assembly towards 
the other C-Channel attachment point and lay it down. 

4. Pull the other attached cable across the system and loop 
it through a carabiner hooked to the opposite cabside tie 
down. 

5. Repeat the cable eye install process with the loose end of 
the cables on the other side.  Tighten the nuts on the inside 
of the C-Channels to hold the cables in place. The cables 
should cross each other near the middle of the cabside 
panel. 

6. Stretch your hamstrings.

1. Ask a buddy to help place one deck panel onto the 

assembly. 

2. Attach the panel to the cabside support feet with three 
bolts. Tighten until snug.  

3. Attach the panel to the tailgate support feet with three 
bolts. You can loosen the three C-Channel bolts and nuts 
at the tailgate side to shift the support foot front to back to 
align the mounting points if necessary. Retighten the bolts 
and nuts after the panel is installed.  

4. Repeat with the other panel. 

5. Install the panels to the center vert. Do not overtighten. 
You’ll have two extra bolts if you have a short wheel base.

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STEP 7:
ADORN YOUR DRAWERS
1. LONG BED TRUCKS ONLY: (6’4” - 8’ beds)  

Your drawers will have drawer braces pre-installed. 
Look for the BARREL NUTS/SCREWS bag in the outer 
carton, not in your hardware kit. 
 
Install two barrel nuts/screws through each drawer brace 
where shown. 
 
There are no drawer brackets in the short drawers  
(5’5” - 5’9” beds) - skip this step. 

2. Each drawer has a left and a right wheel bracket. 

3. Place the brackets into the drawers as shown. 

4. Install two 3/4” bolts into the bottom two bracket holes.  
Secure with nuts and tighten until snug.  

5. Install the 1.5” (the obviously longer one) bolt into  
the back mounting hole where shown. Secure with  
a nut and tighten until snug.  

6. Use two 3/4” bolts to install the tube braces.  

7. Install the BIG wheels with a 7/32” hex driver.  

8. Flex for the neighbors.

LONG BEDS ONLY.
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1. Ok, big timer, one drawer handle assembly needs to be 
done by you. Why? We had to fit every thing in one box! 

2. Save yourself the headache, watch this short  
installation video: DECKED.com/videohandle. 

3. From the front face of the drawer, place the springs up  
and into the cavities on either side of the handle slots,  
red spring=right spring. 

4. Install a clevis pin through each outside drawer hole and 
through the spring to hold the spring in place. Do not push 
through 2nd hole yet. If it’s sticky you may need to lightly 
tap the clevis pin to get it threaded.  

5. With the DECKED logo facing outward, insert the handle 
ends behind the spring arms. Hook the spring arms into the 
handle notches and rotate the arms of the handle toward 
the clevis pins, which will pull the spring arm downward 
and load the spring with pressure. 

6. When the handle hole is aligned to the clevis pin, push the 
pin through the handle hole and through the inside drawer 
hole. Repeat on the other side of the handle. If it’s sticky 
you may need to lightly tap with a hammer to get it all the 
way through. 

7. Install a hair pin through each clevis pin. Check function, 
make sure your handle is snappy.

DRAWERS MADE TO ORDER
1. Install one drawer at a time.  

2. Holding the drawer level with the panel, carefully support 
the drawer while rolling the wheels into the channels. Seat 
the drawer into place. 
 
NOTE: Do not attempt to open/close the drawers until all 
tailgate wheels are installed. 

3. Use a stash bin lid or a friend to prop the drawer up.  
Install the four LITTLE wheels under the drawers  
using the 7/32” hex key. 

4. Repeat with the other drawer. 

5. Perform two karate high kicks.

TECHNIQUE TRICK: Get the drawer pressed all the 
way up against the deck panel and make sure you  
have not placed the weatherstrips on the drawer lip 
yet. If you have man hands, press the wheel against 
the axle to start the threads using the driver.

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1. Install the ruler with four 3/16” hex drive screws.  
Do not over torque, torque boy. Just get ‘em snug. 

2. Position the torsion brace such that the holes are facing  
you and the angle is under the center vert and corner  
feet. The hole-free side should be hidden underneath. 

3. Slide the top of the codpiece under the lip on the center  
vert. Hold the codpiece in place and install two 1” long,  
3/8” hex head screws through the codpiece and torsion  
brace and into the center vert. Do not tighten completely. 
 

4. Install the torsion brace ends with the same  
hex head screws. Do not tighten completely. 

5. Once you have the torsion brace where you like it, check to 
make sure the edge of the feet are plumb vertically, adjust as 
necessary. Once you are happy go back and tighten completely. 

6. Install weatherstrips onto drawer lip. Work from one end  
to the other, pressing firmly in place. Make sure the point  
of the weatherstrip is angled towards the cab.

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STEP 11:
IT’S INSTALL TIME

1. Center the system between the wheel wells. 

2. Install turnbuckles into the four corners of the system.  
  * 2 short turnbuckles at both tailgate brackets 
  * longest turnbuckle at driver cabside 
  * middle turnbuckle at passenger cabside 
 
Set turnbuckle jam nuts to their outermost position. 
Match the lengths of each threaded end in the turnbuckle. Adjust 
turnbuckles by holding each hook in a hand and then tighten or 
loosen by rotating the “takeup” without allowing hooks to rotate. 

3. Hook one end of the turnbuckle through the DECKED tie down on 
the side of the support foot. Hook the other end of the turnbuckle 
through the factory tie down on the floor. Leave all turnbuckles 
loose. 

4. Shift the entire system either towards the rear or front to take 
up most of the slack in the cables. Make sure there is enough 
room to close the rear doors. 

5. Tighten the turnbuckles by rotating take up. There is a small “R” 
stamped on the turnbuckle to help identify which end is “righty 
tighty lefty loosey”. Once you like how the system is centered, 
tighten completely by hand then take a wrench and tighten one 
more complete turn of the take up.  

6. Tighten jam nuts against the take up firmly.

7. Stand back and say, “YUP” with your hands on your hips.

We’ve included side guards along with the necessary 
hardware to complete your install. 
 
Position the side guards on the edges of the panels so that 
the mounting holes are on the top of the panel and the return 
faces down (wraps around the panel edge).

Position the side guards such that they do not reside over the 
embossed “D”s in the panel.

Use a Phillips head screwdriver to install the side guards 
screws directly into the  panels.
