W' HEY! TORQUE BOY: READ BEFORE YOU INSTALL THE DECKED DRAWER SYSTEM VW

DON'T go rogue on us, please read the instructions.

Start all bolts with your fingers to avoid cross-threading - you don't want to Spin out any inserts.

DON'T over tighten bolts, get em' hand-tight...or you will spin out the inserts.

DON'T use power tools.

If you don't follow directions and do use power tools, please set the clutch ar a very low setting.
Over-torguing or using an impact wrench will spin out the inserts - we're warning you!

If you blow it, you can screw the inserts back in from the opposite side with a slofted screwdriver.

If you really blow it, we've included some repair inserts in the PREP-EXTRA bag - install with a 7/32" hex wrench.
Gall us if you need more.

You'll need a buddy for exactly two steps.

Torgue ratings are suggestions - fighten all fasteners until snug.

Prevent expletive-filled language, watch our detailed installation video or give us a call. We're happy o help!

AMMO GAN DRAIN HOLES

(TODRILLORNOTTO DRILL)

Do you use a tonneau or shell over your DECKED system?
Thereis no need to drill holes, unless you leave your fonneau openin a deluge.

Does your DECKED system live outside?

The ammo cans will get water in them. You'll need to drill holes in the ammo cans.

There are two dimples in the bottom of each ammo can. Drill a1/2” hole at each dimple.

A smaller hole will get clogged. Depending on the system, we may have drilled these for you already.
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PREP BED
(JUST LIKE YOUR MOMMA TAUGHT YOU )
Grab your bag: PREP DS3

Remove cabside factory tie-downs on both sides of truck bed (T40 Torx driver) and SAVE THE BOLTS.

Aluminum and coated steel don't like each other, so the Aluminum Super Duty requrigs a shim
between the cabside ammo can J-hook brackets and the bed.

e [nstall DECKED cabside fie-down brackets on both sides of the truck with the soff rubber shim placed
between the brachet and the sidewall,

o NOTE: Use factory tie-down bolts for DECKED bracket.
REMOVE FAGTORY TIE-DOWN BRACKET

The panel label must be on the TAILGATE side.

Use six (6) of the CSAG bolfs and flanged nuts
foinstall the panel to the cabside ammo can.
Tightenjust until snug. 27 in-1b. DETAIL A.

The BOLTS L bag contains fwa type of bolts:
12 have blue RIMLEX sealant applied under the
bolt head and 14 are plain.

Use six (B) of the blue RIMLEX-coated BOLTS L
bolts toingtall the panel fo the failgate ammo
can -no nuts here.

1. OK, Sparky, one drawer handle
assembly needs fo be installed by you.
We did the other one. Save yourself
the headache, watch this short
installation video:

2. Fromthe front face of the drawer,
place the springs up and into the cavities
on either side of the handle slots, red spring=right spring.

NOTE: Each spring arm should point inward, with the straight tails facing you and pointing down.

3. Installa clevis pin through each outside drawer hole and through the
spring fo hold the spring in place. Do not push through 2nd hole.

4. With the DECKED logo facing outward, insert the handle ends behind the
spring arms. Hook the spring arms info the handle notches and rotate
the arms of the handle foward the clevis ping, which will pull the spring
arm downward and load the spring.

b, Whenthe handle hole is aligned o the clevis pin, push the pin through
the handle hole and through the inside drawer hole. Repeat on the other
side of the handle.

6. Install a hair pin through each clevis pin. Check function.

Install the drawer by sliding wheels into their two channels
(C-channel and center vert) and slide the drawer all the
way forward until closed.

Install the remaining tailgate side wheels onta their axles.
90in-Ib. Install the weatherstrips AFTER you install the
wheels. NOTE: Placing a spacer under the drawer o raise it
into position makes this easier (ammo can lids work well
ora small piece of 2x2 or 2x4).

Install the weather strips on the tailgate side drawer edge:
With the weatherstrip wiper facing cabside, line up one
end with the side of the drawer and place on the fop
drawer edge, firmly pressing down on the weatherstrip as
you mave along the drawer edge.

NOTE: Facing the weather stripping the wrong way will
funnel water into drawer:BAD.

1. Slide torsion brace under center vert and failgate ammo cans. The Side without the holes slides UNDER the center
vertand failgate ammo cans. Place bottle opener on the outside of the torsion brace.

2. Loosely install (starf with your fingers to avoid cross-threading):

e Two 1/2" black bolts through the upper holes in the bottle opener into the center vert - leave loose.
o Two1"black holts through the bottom bottle opener holes and forsion brace into the center vert inserts - leave loose.
o Two1"black bolts through the end holes in torsion brace info the failgate ammo can inserts - [eave [oose.

Align bottle opener to edges of center vert and tighten the four bottle opener bolfs.

Tighten end bolts info tailgate ammo cans.

Install lock core plugs info the drawer lock holes or install locks if purchased. (Instructions included with locks)

Align the ruler plate on the failgare end of the panels. Use an1/8" hex wrench to install the Six ruler screws into the
panel inserts - do not overtighten these.

HELPFUL TIP: Bottle opener goes
on the outside of the torsion brace.
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INSTALL: J-HOOKS

Grab your bag: 3, J10

Insert the J-hook through the tailgate hole on the passenger side tailgate ammo can and loop J-hook
through tie down or mounting bracket in bed. Screw on the winged-spherical nut-washer, round side
down, on the J-hook and fasten until finger tight. Don't tighten vet. If you do, you wan't be able fo
center the system praperly in your bed.

Insert the J-hook through cabside hole on the passenger side cabside ammo can and loop J-hook
through fie down or mounting bracket in bed. Screw on the winged-spherical nut-washer, round side
down, on the hook and fasten unfil finger tight. Don't tighten yet.

Repeat with J-hooks and ammo cans on drivers side. IMPORTANT: Leave all -hook nufs [oose.

Make sure to center the vert in the center of your bed. Don't worry about Side gaps - center the vert
(bottle opener) on the center rib/trough of the bed.

Finally, fighten the J-hooks, gradually and alternately until you can't wiggle them with your fingers.
DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN.

Install thread bolt protectors on J-hook ends.
