W' HEY! TORQUE BOY: READ BEFORE YOU INSTALL THE DECKED DRAWER SYSTEM VW

DON'T go rogue on us, please read the instructions.

Start all bolts with your fingers fo avoid cross-threading - you don't want to Spin out any inserrs.

DON'T over tighten bolts, get em’ hand-fight...or you will spin out the inserts.

DON'T use power fools.

If you don't follow directions and do use power tools, please set the clutch at a very low setting.
Over-forquing or using an impact wrench will spin out the inserts - we're warning you!

If you blow it, you can screw the inserts back in from the opposite side with a slotted screwdriver,

If you really blow it, we've included some repair ingerts in the PREP-EXTRA bag - install with a 7/32" hex wrench.
Gall us if you need more,

Torgue ratings are suggestions - tighten all fasteners until snug.

Prevent expletive-filled language, watch our detailed installation video or give us a call. We're happy o help!

AMMO GAN DRAIN HOLES

(TODRILLORNOTTO DRILL)

Do you use a tonneau or shell over your DEGKED system?
There is no need fo drill holes, unless you leave your fonneau openin a deluge.

Does your DECKED system live outside?

The ammo cans will get water in them. You'll need to drill holes in the amma cans.

There are two dimples in the bottom of each ammo can. Drill a1/2" hole at each dimple.

Asmaller hole will get clogged. Depending on the system, we may have drilled these for you already.
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PREP BED: MARK GENTER OF BED & INSTALL NEW GABSIDE TIE DOWNS

Grab your bag, PREP MG3/MG4

e se amarking pen or wax pencil to mark a centerline (blue) on the raised center bead.
Make sure the mark sits af least 14" high S0 you can see it later.,

e Sandwich the factory driver side tie-down (silver) in between the cabside tie-down bracket
(green) and the clampplate (blue). DETAIL A.

e Fasten securely through the circular holes with black coated 1" bolt and flanged nur. 27in-Ib.
e Repeat onpassenger side. DETAIL B.

o NOTE: Perform the next few steps on a flat surface.

e Attachthe center vert fo the cabside vert with four bolts from the SLT bag. Tightenjust until snug. 27in-1b. DETAIL B.

Move amma cans around to Seat the panels onfo the
ammo cans.

DETAIL A: There are three types of bolts in the SS1bag -
use the plain stainless bolts for all steps on this page.

Loosely secure each panel to the cabside stud supports.
Don't tighten these. DETAIL A

Now you can securely fighten the bolts that hold the studs
fo the cabside vert. 27in-1b. DETAIL B.

If you will be installing a GargoGlide onto the DECKED drawer system, now is the time to grab your
GargoGlide instructions and prepare the panels - do not put the drawer system in your truck.

Unbolt deck from studs (DETAILA bolts), remove
deck panels, save bolts, remove ammo cans and sef
aside for later assembly.

HELPFUL TIP: This step seems like a waste of time,
but Dr. DECKED says it's important...don't skip out.

o DETAILA: Attach driver side stud bracket fo driver side stud using three 3 1/2" bolts and three flanged
nufs into proper hole locations (green). Tighten securely. 27in-lb.

o DETAIL B: Repeat steps in DETAIL A on passenger side.

o PlaceaC-channel onthe ledge of the stud and ammo can with the end plate on the stud (cabside).
o Usetwoofthe BLACK SL1bolts to install the C-channel to the cabside stud. No nuts needed here.
e Tightenuntil snug. 27in-Ib.

e [setwoB2bolts and two NI nuts to LOOSELY install the C-channel to the ammo can. KEEP LOOSE.
e Repeatontheright side.
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INSTALL: DECK HALVES

Grab your bag: SLT

o Placethe left deck panel on cabside stud, center vert and ammo can.

e Shifftammo can forward, rearward, L-R, as necessary to align with deck panel,

o Startall bolts with your fingers o avoid cross-threading.

e sethe plain stainless SLI bolts to attach the deck panel o the center vert (blue lines). Tighten unti snug. 27 in-Ib.

e Usethe plain stainless SL1bolts fo attach the deck panel to the cabside stud (red lines).
Tighten just until snug. 27in-Ib.

e |Jsethe SLIbolts with the blue Rimlex sealant applied under the bolt head to aftach the deck panel to the ammo
can (orange lines). Tighten until snug. 27in-Ib.

o Now tighten the C-channel to ammo can bolts. Don't forget unless you like raftles.
o fepeat ontheright side (making sure you remember to securely fighten C-channel/ammo can nuts and bolts).
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DRAWERS: GRACKETS + WHEELS

Gralb your bag: DRAWER 1/ORAWERZ/WHEELS

Each drawer has a left and a right
wheel bracket. Place the brackets into
the drawers as shown.

Install two 3/4" bolts into the bottom
two bracket holes. Secure with nuts
but leave loose. DETAIL A.

Install the 2" bolts through the back
mounting hole where shown. Secure
withanut. 27in-Ib. DETAIL A. Tighten
above nuts until snug. 27in-Ib.

Use two 3/4" bolts o install the fube
brace from the DRAWER 3 bag. 27in-Ib.

HELPFUL TIP: If you purchased drain
plugs, install now (instructions are
included with drain plugs).
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DRAWERS: WHEELS + WEATHERSTRIPS

Grab your bag; WHEELS
e Slide narrow drawer into driver side drawer cavity. NOTE: It is easier to fully install the narrow drawer first.

o  DETAIL A: Install two tailgate wheels onto narrow drawer axles with a 7/32" hex wrench.
o Hepeat with wide drawer.

o |nstall weatherstrips on top of drawer edges WITH WIPER BLADE POINTING TOWARD DRIVER.
IMPORTANT: Facing the weatherstrip the wrong way will funnel water into drawer: BAD!
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THE FUN STUFF: TORSION BRAGE + BOTTLE OPENER + RULER

Grab your bag: SLVFANAL MS

o Slide torsion brace under center vert and failgate ammo cans.
The side without the holes slides UNDER the center vert and failgate ammo cans.

o Place bottle opener on the outside of the torsion brace.

o Looselyinstall (start with your fingers fo avoid cross-threading):
- Two black 1/2" bolts through the upper holes in the botile opener into the center vert - leave loose (no washers needed here).
- Two black SL1 bolfs through the bottom bottle opener holes and torsion brace info the center vert inserts - [eave loose.
- Two black SL1 bolts through the end holes in forsion brace info the failgate ammo caningserts - leave loose.

o Alignbottle opener fo edges of center vert and tighten the four bottle opener bolts just until snug.

e Tightenthe torsion brace end bolts info failgate ammo cans just unfil snug. 27 in-Ib.

e Installlock core plugs info the drawer lock holes or install locks if purchased. (Instructions included with locks)

e Alignthe ruler plate on the tailgate end of the panels. Use an 1/8" hex wrench o install the six ruler screws info the panel
inserts - do not overtighten these.
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INSTALL: J-HOOKS

Grab your bag: J5/FINAL MS

e |nstall -hook onto tie down bracket and through second closest tailgate side hole in amma can.

e |nstall winged-spherical nut-washer, round side down, onfo J-hook and partially tighten using your fingers only.
IMPORTANT: Keep J-hook assembly loose.

o fepeat other side,

e Tightenthe J-hooks, bur DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN! Make sure the gap between the side wall of the bed and the deck
is equal on both sides.

e |nsrall bolt thread protectors on J-hook ends.
e |nstallammo can lids.

HELPFUL TIP: Make sure the hooks
open foward tailgate.

IMPORTANT: You did it! Get your favorite beverage ready to crack openin the boftle opener and make a toast to your truck. When
finished, immediately post a photo of your significant other, child or canine (in no order of significance - please someone show us
your pet alligator) appreciating your accomplishment.

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INSTALLATION INSTRUGTIONS: GM TAILGATE GABLE BOLTS

GM tailgate ramp angles may slope up when open, causing DECKED's drawers to rub on the end of the tailgate.
If your drawers rub, substitute the factory-supplied tailgate cable mounting bolfs with included DECKED cable bolts. Our bolts have

smaller diameter shoulders allowing the tailgate to sit flatter.

DECKED has utilized an independent testing lab to physically test the tailgate cable assembly with the modified bolts fo ensure failgate

load capacity has not been diminished.
You'll need a 13mm and 15mm socket or a crescent wrench.

+ 2015-2017 GM COLORADO/CANYON PICKUPS - TAILGATE END ONLY FOR EACH CABLE
+ 2018-2022 GM COLORADO/CANYON PICKUPS - BOTH ENDS OF EACH CABLE
Open failgate and rest the underside of the tailgate on a protected support surface.
Using a13mm socket, remove the shoulder screw securing the driver side cable attachment to the failgate, DETAIL A.

Referencing the image below, remove the push nut fastener that retains the shoulder screw and locating washer fo the cable. Easiest
0 just snip the push nut with wire cufters fo remove, they are not needed for reuse.

Replace the factory supplied shoulder bolt with the silver shoulder bolt supplied in your kit, ensuring you reassemble the locating
washer in the same orientation as when you removed if. Reference installed views below for locating washer orientation.

Loosely assemble the failgate end of the cable to the failgate, orienting the locating washer tab info the rectangular hole in the tailgate.

Using a 1smm socket, tighten bol to 11 ft-Ib.
Repeat steps 1-5 for the tailgate end of passenger side cable.
