If you don't follow directions and do use power fools, please set the clufch at a very low setting.
Over-forquing or using an impact wrench will spin out the inserts - we're warning you!

If you blow it, you can screw the inserts back in from the opposite side with a slofted screwdriver.

If you really blow it, we've included some repair inserts in the PREP-EXTRA bag - install with a 7/32" hex wrench.
Gall us if you need more.

Torgue ratings are suggestions - tighten all fasteners until snug.

AMMO GAN DRAIN HOLES

(TODRILLORNOTTO DRILL)

Do you use a tonneau or shell over your DEGKED system?
There is no need fo drill holes, unless you leave your fonneau open in a deluge.

Does your DECKED system live outside?

The ammo cans will get water in them. You'll need to drill holes in the amma cans.

There are two dimples in the bottom of each ammo can. Drill a1/2" hole at each dimple.

A smaller hole will get clogged. Depending on the system, we may have drilled these for you already.

The left can must be on the left side. Don't get this wrong.

o PlaceaC-channel on the ledge of the stud and ammo can with the end plate on the stud (cabside).
o Usetwoofthe BLACK SL1bolts to install the C-channel to the cabside stud. No nuts needed here.
e Tightenuntil snug. 3 Nm.

o UsetwoB2bolts and two NI nuts to LOOSELY install the C-channel to the ammo can. KEEP LOOSE.

o Placethe left deck panel on cabside stud, center vertand ammo can.

o  DETAIL A: Install two tailgate wheels onto narrow drawer axles with a 7/32" hex wrench.

o Slide torsion brace under center vert and failgate ammo cans.
The side without the holes slides UNDER the center vert and failgate ammo cans.

o Place bottle opener on the outside of the torsion brace.

o Looselyinstall (start with your fingers fo avoid cross-threading):
- Twoblack 1/2" bolts through the upper holes in the boftle apener info the center vert - leave loose.
- Two black SL1 bolfs through the bottom bottle opener holes and torsion brace info the center vert inserts - leave loose.
- Two black SL1 bolts through the end holes in forsion brace info the tailgate ammo caningerts - leave loose.

o Alignbottle opener fo edges of center vert and tighten the four bottle opener bolts just until snug.

e Tightenthe torsion brace end bolts info failgate ammo cans just until snug. 3 Nm.

e Installlock core plugs info the drawer lock holes or install locks if purchased. (Instructions included with locks)

e Alignthe ruler plate on the tailgate end of the panels. Use an 1/8" hex wrench o install the six ruler screws info the panel
inserts - do not overtighten these.
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Gral your bag: 18, FINAL WS INSTALL: }-HOOKS

e |nstall J-hook onto tie down bracket and
through the hole closest to the tailgate in ammo can.

Make sure the hook opens towards the failgate.

Install winged-spherical nut-washer, round side down, onfo J-hook and partially fighten using your fingers only.
IMPORTANT: Keep J-hook assembly loose.

Repeat other side.

Tighten the J-hooks, but DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN! Make sure the gap between the side wall of the bed and the deck
is equal on both sides.
