     DO NOT USE PLASTIC BOXES.  Installation on a concrete ceiling should be performed by qualified 

     personnel.

5]. Fan motor housing should be kept in carton until ready to be installed to protect its finish.  If you are 

      installing more than one ceiling fan, make sure that you do not mix fan blade sets.

6]. After making electrical connections, spliced conductors should be turned upward and pushed

     carefully up into outlet box.  The wires should be spread apart with the grounded conductor and the

     equipment - grounding conductor on one side of the outlet box and the " HOT " wires on the other side.

7]. Electrical diagrams with various different colors are for reference only.  Make sure that the fan voltage

     (120) is compatible with your own electrical system.

     

8]. After fan is completely installed, check to make sure that all connections are secure to prevent fan

     from falling and/or causing damage or injury.

9]. The fan must be turned off and stopped before reversing fan direction.
