Stepl- Assembly of Ottoman

1. Turn the Ottoman Cushion #D over and install the Ottoman Support
Rod #C on the Ottoman Cushion #D with 4 * Screws #M.

2. Insert the Ottoman Support Rod #C into the Ottoman Base #A as shown.

Step2- Assembly of Chair Seat

1. Lay the Seat Base #B flat as shown, then insert the chair Swivel Rod #H.
2. Connect the Seat Cushion #F to the Seat Base #B with chair Swivel Rod #H.

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Step3- Assembly of Backrest

Insert the Screws #L into the metal plate where the Seat Cushion #F and Back
Cushion #E are connected, then tighten the Screws #L and Nuts #R with Allen

Wrench #0 and Spanner #Q.
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Step4- Combine Backrest and Armrest

1. Align the holes in iron frame of armrests with the holes on both sides of Back Cushion #E.
Use 2 Screws #N to attach Back Cushion to Seat Cushion and tighten the screws with Allen

Wrench #0.
2. Align the holes in the metal frame on both sides of the seat and screw in the Hand Wheel

Knob #P.

Connect two holes in Arm Plate #1 to the Arm Frame with 2 Screws #M from above.

Step6- Assembly of Armrest g L

Connect Armrests #G with the other two holes in Arm Plate #l with 2 Screws #M from bottom.
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Step7- Connect the Power Supply and Remote

Power Cord #J-Black: Connect 2 black connectors;
Remote Control #K-Black: Connect 2 black connectors;
Vibrating Cord- White: Connect 2 white connectors on back cushion and seat cushion.

* Daily exposure to heat or sunlight may fade the wood finishes and dry the wood, which

can create cracks over time.
