1. We recommend installation to be performed by a trained and/ or qualified technician.

2. Remove OEM exhaust and or exhaust components

3. Rear bumper and driver’s side wheel wheel splash shield requires modification to fit the quad exhuast tips

4. Remove entire rear bumper cover. Refer to a service manual if you are unsure of how to remove the OEM parts.

5. Remove center section of the rear bumper cover (gloss black section). There are screws at the outer edge and
many clips securing this section of the bumper to the larger painted portion

6. Remove the two silver accent lower garnish pieces from the center section of the rear bumper. There are two
screws and multiple clips securing each garnish.

7. Install REMARK exhaust components using the original rubber hangers unless otherwise noted.

8. We recommend starting from the front first and working your way rearwards.

9. Install all gaskets and hardware. Leave the hardware hand tight.

10. Align flanges, gasket, and snug all hardware so that sections cannot move.

11. Check positioning of the exhaust piping, resonator, muffler(s), and tips(s). Reposition if needed by loosening

hardware, adjust position and retighten hardware.

12. When placement is confirmed, tighten all hardware to recommend torque spec.

13. Temporaryily reinstall the color matched section of the rear bumper cover back onto the vehicle

14. Carefully trim and/ or cut two sections from the center section of the rear bumper cover to allow adequate space
for the quad exhaust tips. We highly recommend trimming little by little and constantly test fitting. Images below
are how our technicians cut the bumper to allow adequate space for the tips. You can trim more or less, depend-
ing on what asthetic you prefer. We recommend at least a 8mm gap from tips to any part of the bumper cover to

15. Once satisfied with the fitment of the rear bumper cover to quad tips. Remove the paint matched section of the
rear bumper and securely re-attached the gloss black center section which has just been trimmed.

16. Reinstall the silver accent garnish pieces to the rear bumper cover

17. Fully reinstall the rear bumper assembly to the vehicle

18. Remove and trim the driver’s side rear wheel splash shield to allow for clearance to the driver’s side exhaust tips.

19. Again trim a little at a time and continually test fit. Passenger’s side rear splash shield does NOT require any
trimming/ cutting.

20. Throughly wipe down the exhaust system from any grease, dirt, handprints, fingerprints, etc... as these may cause
a permanent stain once the exhaust reaches operating temp.

21. Start the engine

22. Check for any leaks, fitment issues, rubbing, etc..

23. Re-check for exhaust leaks, fitment issues, and re-torque all hardware after ~100 miles of driving

** We highly recommend that the all system components be inspected, and ALL hardware retightened at normal
service intervals. Every 3000-5000 miles. **
